Processes for Fractions and the Slope Formula

A) Multiplying fractions

         1) Multiply across the top and across the bottom of the fraction.  You may cross-

                  cancel first if you choose.

         2) Reduce if necessary.
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B) Dividing fractions

         1) Leave the first fraction alone.  Flip the second fraction (take the reciprocal).  

                  Change the division sign to a multiplication sign.

         2) Multiply the fraction as above.

         3) Reduce if necessary.
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C) Adding and subtracting fractions

           1) Get a common denominator by multiplying the denominator AND the 

                     numerator (the bottom and top of the fraction) by the same number.  I will 

                     want to see the number you multiplied by.
            2) Add or subtract (according to the sign) the numerators (top), keep the 

                     denominator the same.

            3) Reduce if necessary.
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D) Finding slope.
