Section 1 England’s First Colonies

England Takes Interest in America

· John Cabot comes in search of NW Passage in 1497; Colonization in 1500s

· Martin Luther – German monk who was the leader of the Protestant Reformation and founder of the Lutheran Church

· Henry VIII wanted to annul is marriage to Catherine of Aragon; pope resists and Henry breaks from Catholic Church

· Henry VIII – head of the Church of England, Anglican Church

· Puritans wanted to rid Church of its Catholic practices

· Wool changes the economy in England

· Joint-stock companies – allow merchants to trade with and better colonize other parts of the world

England Returns to America

· Martin Frobrisher makes 3 voyages to look for NW passage

· Queen Elizabeth allows privateers to attack Spanish ships to help the Dutch break away from Spain

· England had no bases in America to attack Spanish ships

· Sir Walter Raleigh establishes colony at Roanoke, off of North Carolina

· English make 2 attempts to colonize at Roanoke – both unsuccessful

Jamestown is Founded

· King James I granted investors of the Virginia Company a charter to colonize in Virginia
· Early troubles – location, people, lawlessness, sickness, and food shortage

· Captain John Smith emerges as strong leader and trades with Chief Powhatan which helps colony survive

· Virginia Company appoints new governorn, Lord de la Warr
· Colony still has difficulty surviving

· Tobacco saves the colony – John Rolfe – experimented and capitalized tobacco

· House of Burgesses – first law making body 

· Headright system and promise of land lures settlers to colonies

· Virginia becomes a royal colony (run by a governor, headed by a king) when Native Americans burn towns and attack settlers

Maryland is Founded

· Founded by Lord Baltimore - member of Church of England who converted to Catholicsm
· Maryland is proprietary colony
· Settlers move here to escape persecution for being Catholic

· Toleration Act 1649 – religious toleration to all Christians

Section 2 The New England Colonies

· The Pilgrims Found Plymouth Colony

· Separatists – aka Pilgrims immigrated to America

· Puritans and Separatists come to America on the Mayflower and established New Plymouth

· Squanto – Native American who taught pilgrims about new environment

The Puritans Found Massachusetts

· Massachusetts Bay Colony is granted charter by King Charles
· John Winthrop – leads group of Puritans to settle in Massachusetts Bay Colony

· Massachusetts becomes a refuge for Puritans

· Great Migration to Americas begins – 20,000 settlers to New England

· General Court – made up of freemen (those that owned stock in the company) who made laws and

· John Winthrop becomes governor and establishes strict laws on church attendance punishment for vices
· Discouraged new and different religious ideals

Founding of Rhode Island

· Roger Williams – strict Separatist who did not agree with Puritans

· Anne Hutchinson – held prayer meetings in her home, banished from MBC

· MBC banishes many dissenting Puritans
The River Towns of Connecticut

· Reverand Thomas Hooker asks General Court of Massachusetts for permission to move his congregation to Connecticut River Valley

· 100 settlers move to found city of Hartford

· Fundamental Orders of Connecticut allowed all adult men, not just church members to vote and serve in government

· Pequot War – Native Americans vs. Connecticut settlers; 400 Native Americans killed

New Hampshire and Maine

· Massachusetts settlers who left also move to Maine and New Hampshire

· New Hampshire becomes a royal colony

· Massachusetts buys Maine and it becomes part of Massachusetts


King Philip’s War

· Wampanoag vs. New England settlers

· Significantly reduces the Native American population in New England

Section 3  The Middle and Southern Colonies

The English Civil War and the Colonies

· English Civil War – King Charles I sends troops into Parliament to arrest Puritan leaders

· Parliament organizes an army and defeats the King’s troops

· King Charles is put to death and Oliver Cromwell becomes dictator of England

· Cromwell dies and King Charles II, son of Charles I, restores monarchy in England

New York and New Jersey

· Dutch claim area of New York and name it New Netherlands

· King Charles II and England take New Netherlands from the Dutch and rename it New York and granted it to his brother James

· James gives some of the land to two of the King’s advisors and names it New Jersey

Pennsylvania and Delaware

· William Penn and the Quakers settle Pennsylvania

· Quakers believe Native Americans should be treated fairly, objected many political views such as paying taxes, and opposed war

· Philadelphia – aka The City of Brotherly Love

· Penn buys three counties south of PA and later names it Delaware

New Southern Colonies

· King Charles encouraged settlement and had an interest in the land between 

· Virginia and southern Florida

· Carolinas develop as two separate areas - North Carolina and South Carolina

· Georgia – James Ogelthorpe founded GA as a place where the poor could resettle to start over

Section 4 Colonial Ways of Life
Southern Society – Virginia, Maryland, South Carolina, North Carolina, Georgia
· Agriculturally based economy

· Cash crops - Tobacco, Rice, Indigo

· Indentured servants come to American colonies

· Disparities in Wealth– slaves, indentured servants, small farmers, plantation owners (southern gentry)

· Gentry – served in governing councils, commanded local militias, and became judges

· Majority were small farmers

Bacon’s Rebellion
· Virginia Governor William Berkeley – disliked for cutting voters in half (by requiring them to be land owners), exempting himself and his councilors from taxation, and his policy toward Native Americans

· Nathaniel Bacon organizes a rebellion against Berkeley

Slavery in the Colonies
· Middle Passage – slaves’ terrible journey across the Atlantic
· 10 to 12 million sent between 1450-1870; 2 million died at sea

· At first, slavery was not recognized by English law

· Slavery is based on race and is hereditary

· slave codes developed

Life in New England – Maine, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Rhode Island, 
· Diverse Economy – fishing, whaling, lumber, raising of livestock, and farming of corn, grains, vegetables
· Church covenant – voluntary agreement to worship together
· Town was the center of social life; “town common” – open public area
· Town meetings developed into local governments 
· Puritan Society – valued religious devotion, hard work, and obedience
Life in the Middle Colonies – Pennsylvania, New York , New Jersey, Delaware

· Fertile land and long growing season

· Farmers produced rye, oats, barley, potatoes, and wheat

· Some became entrepreneurs or capitalists

Trade and Rise of Cities

· Triangular Trade – England, colonies, and Caribbean

· New Urban society – Philadelphia, 24,000; New York City, 18,000, Boston, 15,000

· Wealthy merchants on top of social structure

· Skilled artisans and families make up majority

· People without skills or property worked as servants and were bottom of colonial society

Section 5 – A Diverse Society

Mercantilism
· Believed to become wealthy and powerful a country had to accumulate gold and silver

· Argued that a country should be self-sufficient in raw materials

· Navigation Acts – requires all goods shipped to and from England to be carried on English ships; specific goods could only be sold to England or other English colonies;  and all colonial imports had to come through England

· Dominion of New England – English government merges Massachusetts, Plymouth, and Rhode Island together
The Glorious Revolution of 1688

· Bloodless change of power, leading William of Orange and Mary to become rulers of England

· Consequences in America – Massachusetts, Plymouth Colony, and Maine become royal colony headed by King and an appointed governor

· John Locke’s Political Theories – argued that a monarch’s right to rule came from the people and that all people were born with natural rights including life, liberty, and property

America’s Population Grows

· People having large families, and immigrants coming from Europe and Africa
· 1640-1700 population increased from 25,000 to 250,000; 1750’s population is more than 1 million

· Improved housing and sanitation leads to population growth

· Immigrants- 300,000 white immigrants arrive between 1700 and 1775

· Germans, Scotch-Irish, and Jews flock to America

· Women - do not receive equal rights in colonial America

· Africans – lowest status and most hardship faced in colonies; 20% of colonial population

The Enlightenment and Great Awakening

· Enlightenment – stresses human reason and intellect; Ben Franklin and John Locke

· Great Awakening – stresses personal relationship with God

· Revivals – large public meetings of preaching and prayer

· George Whitefield – motivational spiritual speaker who preached good works in order to reach salvation
· Jonathan Edwards – “Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God”
