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MISSION STATEMENT:

“To promote, encourage, and nurture students involved in all school music programs of Steuben County and to foster and improve the appreciation and performance of live concert music.”
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CONSTITUTION

Of the

STEUBEN COUNTY MUSIC TEACHER’S ASSOCIATION, INC.

ARTICLE ONE

NAME

This organization shall be known as the Steuben County Music Teacher’s Association, Inc., hereafter referred to as SCMTA or the Association.

ARTICLE TWO

PURPOSES

The purposes of the Association are to:

1.)  Foster and improve the music program for the students in the schools of Steuben County.

2.)  Promote and maintain a closer relationship between the New York State School Music Association, hereafter known as NYSSMA, and the SCMTA and the Music Educators National Conference, hereafter referred to as MENC.

3.) Encourage a closer relationship among the music educators of Steuben County.

4.) Encourage the appreciation of live music through the participation activities by member schools. 

ARTICLE THREE

MEMBERSHIP

Membership in this organization shall consist of active and associate members.

1.) Active membership: Any music educator in Steuben County interested in furthering the purposes of this organization and who is a member of NYSSMA and MENC shall be eligible for membership.  Said members shall have all rights, duties, and privileges customary to a parliamentary body:

· The right to vote

· The right to hold office

· The right to free admission at NYSSMA festivals

2.) Associate membership: Associate membership shall consist of retired members of this organization and any individual who is interested in furthering the purposes of this organization and who is not a member of NYSSMA or MENC.  Said members will have all the rights and privileges of an active member except for those listed under number one of article three.
ARTICLE FOUR
MEETINGS

Meetings shall be held on the first Monday of October, the first Monday of November, the first Monday after the solo festivals, and at the two county festivals.  The final meeting will be a social meeting at the member’s expense and will be scheduled at the discretion of the president.  Special meetings or changes in the regular meeting times may be ordered by the President or by a majority request at a regular meeting.

ARTICLE FIVE

OFFICERS

The officers of the Association shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.

The President and Vice-President, one representing the vocal teachers and one representing the instrumental teachers, shall be elected annually and may not hold the same office for more than two consecutive years.

All elected officers plus the retiring President shall constitute the executive board.

ARTICLE SIX

AMENDMENTS

Amendments to this Constitution must be presented in writing at a regular meeting of the Association.  The amendment must then be tabled until the next regularly scheduled meeting at which time the proposed amendment shall be presented.  Exception to this rule is that if a committee drafts an amendment, said amendment may be mailed to each member two weeks prior to a scheduled meeting and may be voted upon at the next meeting.  A majority vote of the active membership present of the Association is required for an amendment to this constitution.

ARTICLE SEVEN

TAX EXEMPT PROVISIONS

DISSOLUTION PROVISION: In the event of dissolution, all of the remaining assets and property of the organization shall after necessary expenses thereof be distributed to such organizations as shall qualify under section 501© (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding provisions of any subsequent Federal tax laws; or to the federal government, or to a state or local government for a public purpose.

NON-INUREMENT PROVISION: No part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to the benefit of any member, trustee, director, officer of the organization, or any private individual (except that reasonable compensation may be paid for services rendered to or for the organization), and no member, trustee, officer of the organization or any private individual shall be entitled to share in the distribution of any of the assets upon dissolution of the organization.

RESTRICTIVE PURPOSES AND ACTIVITIES PROVISION: Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the organization is organized exclusively for one or more of the following purposes: religious, charitable, scientific, testing for public safety, literary, or educational purposes, or to foster national or international amateur sports competition (but only if no part of its activities involve the provision of athletic facilities or equipment), or for the prevention of cruelty to children or animals, as specified in section 501 © (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, and shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt from Federal income tax under section 501 © (3) or corresponding provisions of any subsequent Federal tax laws.

BY LAWS
Of The

STEUBEN COUNTY MUSIC TEACHERS’ ASSOCIATION, INC.
ARTICLE ONE

ELECTIONS

Elections shall be held at the regular June meeting and the officers shall assume their duties at the close of that meeting.

A nominating committee appointed by the President at the first county festival shall present a slate of officers at the second county festival to be confirmed at the June meeting.  Additional nominations may be made from the floor.

ARTICLE TWO

DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

The President shall:

1) Be responsible for furthering the purposes of the Association.

2) Preside at all meetings of the Association.

3) Act as chairperson of the Executive Board.

4) Appoint all standing and special committees.

5) Call meetings of the Executive Board.

6) Cast the deciding vote on all official matters in case of a tie.

7) Be responsible for annual auditing by the Executive Committee.

The Vice-President shall:

1) Perform the duties of the President in the absence of, or at the request of, the president.

2) Represent the county Association at all state and national meetings requiring a county representative whenever possible.

3) Act as Parliamentarian at all functions of the Association.

4) Welcome new teachers to the county and provide them with a copy of the constitution by September 20th.

5) Send a letter out to Association members, active and associate, by September 15th of every year notifying them of the date, time, and place of the October meeting.  The directory information (which will be mailed back to the secretary) will be included in this letter (see attachment #4).

6) Review NYSSMA Rules and Regulations and the Association Constitution at the meetings. 

7) Procure the Association Glass Paper Weight(s) for retirees (see Article #6, Section A).

The Secretary shall:

1) Keep a complete and permanent record of all proceedings of the Association.  These records shall be open to any member of the Association.

2) Record the minutes of all meetings, including the date, time, and place of the next meeting, to be sent to each individual member of the Association.

3) Keep the minutes of the Executive Board and perform any other secretarial duties at the request of the President.

4) Contact potential guest conductors and send them a copy of the county library list, program copies of the previous three years, a contract in triplicate (see attachment #5), and the address and telephone number of the ensemble chairperson after the conductor’s acceptance letter/call is received.

5) Compile an updated membership listing to be distributed at the October meeting.

The Treasurer shall:

1) Keep an accurate record of all finances received and dispersed by the Association.

2) Give a financial report at each meeting of the Association.

3) Act at the direction of the Association in the dispersing of funds.

4) Prepare and present three financial reports per year: one Senior High Chorus Festival report, one Senior High Band Festival Report and one Annual Financial report to be reviewed by the Executive Board.  The Executive Board will audit these financial reports and have them presented to the Association members at the June meeting (see attachments #17, #18 and #19).

5) See that the festival registration form is distributed to all participating teachers in triplicate at the February meeting, collect registration forms and fees for the Senior High Chorus and Senior High Band Music Festivals and report to the membership any indebtedness by participating schools (see attachment #20).

6) Send copies of each school’s registration form to both host schools. 

7) Receive ticket money from the host school.

8) Pay the guest conductors.

9) Send a bill for missing and/or damaged music to the appropriate teacher.  If necessary, a second notice shall be sent to the school’s building principal.

10) Notify the librarians of any fees received from schools who have not returned county library music.

The Executive Board shall:

1) Prepare the annual budget.

2) Make decisions when time does not permit presentation at a regular membership meeting.

3) Periodically review this constitution and its By-laws and recommend amendments and/or revisions when necessary.

The Instrumental and Vocal Librarians shall:

1) Submit to each member school, no later than the November meeting, a current listing of music of their respective libraries.

2) Check to see that all additions to their respective libraries are complete in instrumentation.

3) Maintain and audit the music accumulated from and collected at each festival.

4) Loan music from the library to member schools on a first-request/first-serve basis.

5) Ship music via BOCES transportation whenever possible.

6) See that borrowed music shall be returned no later than the first Monday in June unless the respective librarian gives special permission.  

7) Notify the treasurer when schools are to be billed for the replacement of damaged or unreturned music.

8) Give reports of those who owe music and/or money at both the June and October meetings.

9) Ensure that no further music shall be borrowed by that director until delinquent fees and/or music is returned to the librarian.

10) Recall any composition owned by the county if it is to be used in a current county festival and if it is being borrowed by one of the member schools.

11) Procure, number, and sort the necessary festival music (no later than January 1st).

ARTICLE THREE


DUTIES OF MEMBERS

Active members are expected to attend all meetings of the Association.

Each member of the Association shall accept the responsibility of holding an office, hosting a festival, being an organization chairperson or assistant, being a sixth grade band adjudicator, managing a library, hosting a clinic or perform other comparable services of benefit to the Association at least once every three years.

Each active and associate member (excluding retired members) shall hold bound to this organization, shall abide by its regulations and directives, and be loyal to its elected officers.

ARTICLE FOUR

AMENDMENTS

Article Six of the CONSTITUTION, entitled AMENDMENTS, shall hold true for the By-laws of this Association.

ARTICLE FIVE

BAND AND CHORUS FESTIVALS

SECTION A—FESTIVAL FEES

Festival participation shall consist of public and private schools, which have paid the NYSSMA school participation fee.

Festival fees must be paid prior to each festival unless the participating school makes special arrangements with the Treasurer.  All indebtedness incurred must be paid by June 1st.

Any school indebted to the SCMTA or to the host school for solo and festival fees will be barred from participating in any future county-sponsored functions until such debt is paid.  At the first festival meeting of the current school year, the president shall name a program typist/copyist for each of the following year’s festivals.  

SECTION B—LOCATION

Prior to the November meeting, each member of the Association shall ascertain the possibility of his/her school being host for one of the Festivals for the following year.  The dates for the following year’s festivals shall be set at the November meeting.

SECTION C—DUTIES OF HOST CHAIRPERSON

The music staff of the host school will act as chairperson for the All-County program.  Its duties shall be:

1) To provide physical settings for the festival.

2) To arrange the guest conductor’s lodging (ensemble chairperson will inform the host chairperson if lodging is required).

3) To arrange for meals for the participants.

4) To handle all correspondence pertaining to the physical and financial arrangements for the festival.

5) To collect ticket money from advance ticket sale and at the door and hold for the treasurer of the county Association.

6) To give to each participating director at the meeting immediately following the solo festivals, a festival information sheet and schedule (see attachments #1 and #2) to include rehearsals, performance, available percussion equipment, and association meeting.  Sectionals may be added to the schedule at the request of the conductor and the approval of the host school.

7) To assign directors of participating schools supervisory responsibility during the festival.

8) To notify the Association if an adjustment in the size of any ensemble is necessary, due to the availability of facilities, before approval is given to host the festival.

9) To receive from ensemble Chairpeople:  

a) A list of participating schools and the number of students from each school by February 10th.

b) A seating chart given to the ensemble chairperson by the guest conductor.

c) A list of percussion equipment needed for the band(s) by January 15th.

10) To confer with the President in making the decision as to whether the festival is to be postponed.  In the event the festival is postponed, they shall arrange for proper notification (member schools and/or directors, guest conductors, radio stations WHAM, Rochester; WHHO, Hornell; WLEA, Hornell; WCLI, Corning; WCBA, Corning; WNKI, Corning; WVIN, Bath/Hammondsport).

11) Arrange the performance order for the festival concert.

In return for accepting and fulfilling the duties outlined above, the Association shall pay a sum of $300.00 to the music department of each host school.  In the event that the host school does not claim this fee, it may be returned to the treasury of the Association.

SECTION D—GUEST CONDUCTORS

A slate of possible guest conductors shall be suggested at the November meeting; this slate shall consist of no less than four choices for both junior and senior high ensembles.  The secretary shall contact the conductors as to their availability in the order in which they are selected by Association vote.  If any post remains unfilled, the secretary should notify the president.

SECTION E—PROFESSIONAL FEES

Professional fees for future festivals may be changed by a majority vote of the members present at any meeting without amending the Constitution.

Professional fees (all-inclusive) for festivals will be:

· $350—Junior and Senior High Guest Conductors (Guest conductors meals in the host school and lodging will be paid for by the Association.)

· $225.00—Sixth Grade Conductors

· $100.00--Accompanists 
SECTION F—SELECTION OF MEMBERS FOR STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS

PARAGRAPH A

BANDS—INSTRUMENTATION AND ORGANIZATION

The Junior High All-County Band shall consist of students in grades seven and eight.  The All-County Senior High Band shall consist of students in grades nine, ten, eleven and twelve.  The maximum instrumentation of those All-County Bands shall be as follows:  (Substitute instrumentation may be made to accommodate deficiencies in instrumentation.  Every attempt should be made to follow the format below.)

Selection and seating of Junior and Senior High Band members shall be determined from the ratings of auditionees at the SCMTA Solo Festival (held the last Saturday in January during that current school year).  Selection and seating of Sixth Grade Band members shall be determined from the ratings of auditionees at the SCMTA Sixth Grade Band Solo Festival (held the next to the last Saturday in January).  All auditionees must be members in good standing of their local school band as determined by their band director.  The solos will be selected from the current NYSSMA Manual and NYSSMA Rules and Regulations will apply.  Students may not audition on the same solo twice.  The exception shall be different movements in a multi-movement work.  Students auditioning for the Senior High Band must perform a level 3-6 solo and must receive a minimum score of 70.  Students auditioning for the Junior High Band must perform a level 2 or higher solo and must receive a minimum score of 70.  Any auditions within the band will be held at the discretion of the conductor.

Any student who has been selected previously for participation in a Conference All-State instrumental group and has a legitimate music related conflict on the day of the SCMTA Instrumental Solo Festival shall be exempt from the solo audition.  The Student shall be automatically placed in the Senior High Band using his/her previous Conference All-State Audition for placement (provided the student is a member in good standing in their local high school band).  The judgment of the SCMTA Executive Council shall be the final determination if the conflict is adequate and legitimate.  A copy of the Conference All-State Audition Form must be submitted to the Association President and Solo Festival host prior to the Solo Festival.     
At the first festival meeting of the current school year, the president of this Association shall name a chairperson for each of the bands for the following year’s festivals.  The chairperson will select an assistant if necessary.

PARAGRAPH B

DUTIES OF BAND CHAIRPEOPLE

1) Contact the guest conductors:

a) Concerning the choice of music to be used no later than October 1st.  Inquire about the guest conductor’s lodging needs and notify the host school if lodging is required.

b) Receive from the guest conductor a seating chart, biography, and the order of the program.  Give the seating chart to the host school and give the biography and program order to the school printing the programs at the meeting immediately following the solo festivals.

c) Make it understood to the guest conductor that the choice of music will be limited to those actual compositions to be programmed, at least two of which must be chosen from our county library.

d) Arrange for judges for seating auditions and inform the host school chairperson of needed audition rooms, if the conductor requests audition.

e) Send a copy of the festival schedule to the guest conductor and inform him/her of the lodging arrangements made by the host school.

2) Contact the chairperson of the other bands to avoid duplication of programming.

3) Check the county music library by October 1st to determine whether or not music to be programmed is already a part of the music library.  Have the librarian order new pieces if necessary (up to 2) by November 15th.

4) All pieces to be performed should be obtained by the ensemble chairpeople prior to the solo festival.

5) Compile a list of needed percussion equipment and send to the host school by January 15th.

6) Pick up all NYSSMA adjudication sheets (attachments #11, 12, 13, 14, and 15) from the host of the Solo Festival immediately following this festival and put them in order according to NYSSMA All-State ratings by instrument: example—6A, 5A, 6B, 4A, 5B, 4B, etc.

7) Assign the proper music to each student’s NYSSMA adjudication sheet and distribute these packets to the proper schools at the meeting on the Monday immediately following the solo auditions.
See that every school participating in the solo festival is given representation in the county festival.  If needed, the representative will be added without eliminating an individual from the original seating.  Percussion parts for all music selections will be assigned to specific individuals.

8) At the Monday meeting, submit to each school in the county a complete list of all auditioned students containing the following information and using the format given below:

· Name of student

· Name of school

· Grade in school

· Instrument

· Rating

· Numerical score

This list will be arranged by rating levels, going from the highest to the lowest rating within each instrument and highest to lowest point total for each rating level; be specific as to instrument (ex. Alto Saxophone, Tenor Saxophone, Baritone Saxophone, Baritone T.C.). The list shall indicate the last student of each section accepted to the ensemble.

9) Send to the treasurer of the county Association and the host school a list of participating schools and number of students from each school by February 10th.

10) Duties to be performed at the festival:

a) Be present at all rehearsals and assist the conductor.

b) Arrange for percussion equipment with host school (chairperson’s responsibility, not host school’s).

c) Introduce the guest conductor at the performance.

d) Collect the music at the end of the concert and return to library in score order.  Notify the instrumental librarian of any missing of damaged music.

11) Be responsible for determining the concert dress of the respective group.

12) See Paragraph C: Duties of the Senior High and Junior High Band Chairpeople or Paragraph D: Duties of the Sixth Grade Band Chairperson

PARAGRAPH C

DUTIES OF THE SENIOR HIGH AND JUNIOR HIGH BAND CHAIRPEOPLE

1) Perform all duties listed under Paragraph B (Duties of Band Chairpeople) of Section F (Selection of Members for Student Organizations).  

2) Select members of the Senior High and Junior High Bands from the rating lists.

3) In the case of a tie rating between two students:

a) The student being in the higher grade in school will be seated in the higher chair.  If the tie is still not broken, then:

b) The student having the highest scores in the following categories listed here in order of importance will be seated in the higher chair.

· Tone

· Accuracy

· Technique

· Intonation

· Interpretation

· Sight-reading

· Scales

c) In the event of an exact tie under two above, the chairperson will select the seating based on the adjudicator’s comments.

4) Answer all questions from directors concerning selection and seating of students in the bands.

5) In case there are too few players trying out on a certain instrument to completely fill a section of the Senior High or Junior High band, the chairpeople will staff each band as well as possible using the results of the solo auditions (see Paragraph A of Section F).

6) The student’s grade in school will be put on every adjudication sheet.

7) The President will hold a meeting in which music and adjudication sheets will be distributed the first Monday after the SCMTA Solo Festivals.  This meeting shall be open to all directors in the county.

8) The chairperson for each band will only do all handling of rating sheets and music.

9) Each band chairperson shall appoint a director within the Association to be responsible for conducting and rehearsing the band in the event that the guest conductor is unable to perform his/her duties.

PARAGRAPH D

DUTIES OF THE SIXTH GRADE BAND CHAIRPERSON

1) The Sixth Grade All-County Band will be held every year at the Senior High Band All-County Festival.

2) The guest conductor will be selected from the current and retired instrumental teachers in the county Association.

3) The President of the Association will appoint a chairperson for the Sixth Grade Band.

4) Duties of the Band Chairperson:

a) Perform all duties listed under PARAGRAPH B (DUTIES OF BAND CHAIRPEOPLE) of SECTION F (SELECTION OF MEMBERS FOR STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS), with the exception of 6 and 7 (first statement).

b) Perform all duties listed under PARAGRAPH C (DUTIES OF THE SENIOR HIGH 

c) AND JUNIOR HIGH BAND CHAIRPEOPLE) of SECTION F (SELECTION OF MEMBERS FOR STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS), with the exception of 1,2 and 6.

d) Pick up the adjudication sheets at the conclusion of the 6th Grade Band Solo Festival. 

e) Select the Sixth Grade All-County Band using the results of the auditions as determined by the judges and the instrumentation in this Constitution.

f) Mail the music to each school with a complete list of the band personnel immediately after auditions.

g) Send to the host school and the treasurer of the Association a list of participating schools and the number of students from each school by February 10th.

h) Duties at the festival will be the same as those of the other band Chairpeople.

PARAGRAPH E

DUTIES OF THE SIXTH GRADE BAND SOLO FESTIVAL HOST

1) Handle all arrangements for auditions.

a) Selection of adjudicators:

· Instrumental teachers, active or retired, will be selected from the Association to perform the adjudication tasks.

· Each Adjudicator will audition students from the instrumental section of his/her specialty (ex: low brass person adjudicates low brass players).

· The same adjudicator will audition all like instruments.

· The chairperson will arrange the adjudication sheets from highest to lowest scores.  In the event of a tie, the student having the highest scores in the following categories, listed here in order of importance, will be seated in the higher chair.

· Tone

· Accuracy

· Technique

· Intonation

· Interpretation

· Scales

· In the event of an exact tie, the chairperson will select the seating based on the adjudicator’s comments.  The chairperson’s decisions are final. 

· The chairperson is responsible for collecting registration fees and paying each adjudicator $2.00 for each student registered to be adjudicated in his/her specialty.  Each adjudicator is guaranteed a minimum honorarium of $25.00

· The chairperson will set up auditions for the next to last Saturday in January.

b) Prepare the adjudication form, which will be the standard sixth grade form attached to this Constitution (see Attachments #7, 8, 9, and 10).

c) Send registration forms to schools by December 1st, making provisions on this form for:

· Student’s name

· Name of school

· Student’s instrument

· Director’s name

· Grade of solo

d) Send to each participating school a schedule for auditions by January 10th.

2) Supervise the day of auditions.

3) Audition requirements:

a) All students will be required to play a grade one or two solo from the NYSSMA manual without accompaniment. 

b) Wind players must prepare any three major scales, to be played at moderate speed, ascending and descending, for one octave only.

c) Percussionists must play the long roll and any other four rudiments.

d) Sight-reading will not be required.

SECTION G—FESTIVAL CHORUSES: STRUCTURE AND DUTIES

PARAGRAPH A

CHORUSES:  PARTICIPATION AND ORGANIZATION

1) There will be three performing choruses involved in the music festival of the SCMTA.

2) The Sixth Grade All-County Chorus shall consist of students in grade six.  The Junior High All-County Chorus shall consist of students in grades 7 and 8.  The Senior High All-County Chorus shall consist of students in grades 9, 10, 11, and 12.

3) The guest conductor for the Sixth Grade All-County Chorus will be selected from the vocal teachers, current and retired, in the county Association.  The guest conductors of the Junior High and Senior High All-County Choruses shall be voted on by the Association from names suggested at the November meeting.

4) The individual choral chairperson and the limitations of the host school shall determine the maximum voicing of these All-County choruses.  Determination will be based upon level of difficulty of music, voicing requirements ranging from unison to SSAATTBB and any adjustments necessary for balance of sections within each chorus.

5) Selection and seating of sixth grade and junior high chorus members will be based upon participation of all schools who return registration sheets to the appropriate chairperson by the specific deadline of November 15th.  These students must be members in good standing of their local school chorus as determined by their choral director.

6) Selection of Senior High All-County Chorus will be based upon ratings given to the students at the NYSSMA approved solo festival held during that current school year.  All students in grades 9-12 must audition on a solo from the NYSSMA manual grade 4-6 to be considered for the Senior High All-County Chorus.

7) Any student who has been selected previously for participation in a Conference All-State choral group and has a legitimate music related conflict on the day of the SCMTA Vocal Solo Festival shall be exempt from the solo audition.  The Student shall be automatically placed in the Senior High Chorus using his/her previous Conference All-State Audition for placement (provided the student is a member in good standing in their local high school chorus).  The judgment of the SCMTA Executive Council shall be the final determination if the conflict is adequate and legitimate.  A copy of the Conference All-State Audition Form must be submitted to the Association President and Solo Festival host prior to the Solo Festival.     

8) The President of this Association shall name a chairperson for each of the three choruses.  The chairperson will select an assistant if necessary.

PARAGRAPH B

DUTIES OF THE SIXTH GRADE ALL-COUNTY CHORUS CHAIRPERSON

1) Contact the guest conductor:

a) To find out the balance of parts and the seating arrangement that they prefer.

b) Concerning the choice of music to be used (final program shall be submitted no later than October 1st).]

c) To receive from the conductor a seating chart, biography, and the order of the program.

d) To make it understood that the choice of music will be limited to those actual compositions to be programmed, having no more than one medley or extended work in the concert program and to make sure that at least two of the concert pieces are chosen from our county library unless special release from this procedure is granted by a vote of the Association.

e) Inquiring about specific instructions for rehearsing the music, copying and sending to the teachers with music in January.

2) Give the seating chart and the order of the program to the host school at the meeting immediately following the solo festivals.

3) Distribute 6th Grade Chorus forms to teachers at the October meeting or send them by mail no later than October 15th (see Attachment #3).  Determine membership of the chorus by choices made from sheets received by the registration deadline of November 15th. 

4) Determine membership of chorus by choices made from sheets received by the registration deadline of November 15th (see Attachment #3).  Using the submitted recommendation sheets, select the chorus by choosing two students from each school for each section (Soprano and Alto).  The sections will then be filled with recommended students from each school (keeping in mind the number of students in the submitting schools’ population per class).  The chorus shall not exceed 120 students.  

5) Check with the vocal librarian to determine whether or not the music to be programmed is already a part of the vocal music library by October 1st and have the librarian order no more than two new pieces if necessary by November 15th (up to maximum 125 copies).

7) Assign and distribute program music to each participating school by January 15th via BOCES mail if possible.

8) Enclose with the above mailing a list of participating schools and the breakdown of total participation as well as number of students on each part (ex: Avoca—12; S/7, A/5).

9) Send a listing of exact assignments of program music to the vocal music librarian by February 1st.

10) Give a list of participating students and their schools, the conductor’s biography, and the program order to the school printing the festival program at the meeting immediately following the solo festival.

11) Send a list of participating schools, which includes the number of students from each individual school, to the treasurer of the Association and the host school by February 10th.

12) Attain an accompanist for the chorus if the director does not select someone personally.  Accompanists are paid for their participation.  Inform the treasurer if payment will be necessary.

13) If the director requests any additional instrumentation for program music, make sure instrumentalists are selected by February 10th and are available for necessary rehearsals.

14) Duties the weekend of the festival include:

a) Being present at all rehearsals, assisting the conductor whenever necessary.

b) Working out a “line-up” for chorus to use in entering and leaving the staging area.

c) Each choral chairperson shall appoint a director within the Association to be responsible for conducting and rehearsing the chorus in the event that the guest conductor is unable to perform his duties.

d) Introducing the guest conductor at the performance.

e) Paying the guest conductor (and accompanist if necessary).

f) Finding out from the host chairperson what teachers are providing supervisory assistance after the chorus performance and informing them of when and where they will be needed.

PARAGRAPH E


AUDITIONS FOR SENIOR HIGH ALL-COUNTY CHORUS

Selection and seating of this chorus shall be determined from the ratings of auditionees at the SCMTA Solo Festival held during that current school year who are members in good standing of their local school chorus as determined by their choral director.

1) Pick up all SCMTA adjudication sheets (attachment #16) from the host of the solo festival at its close and put sheets in order according to the rating in their respective voicings (SATB).  Rating order is as follows: 6A+, 5A+, 4A+, 6A, 5A, 6A-, 5A-, 4A, 4A-, 6B+, 6B, 5B+, 5B, 6B-, 5B-.  The rest will follow NYSSMA All-State ratings.

2) Assign the proper amount of music to each school based on pupil acceptance through audition and enclose it in a packet with that school’s adjudication sheets as well as a copy of the master choral listing.

      In the event of an exact tie, the chairperson will select the seating based on the adjudicator’s

      comments.

5) Make sure that every school that had participants in the solo festival is represented in the chorus.

6) The student’s grade in school will be put on every adjudication sheet.

7) Only the chairperson, and an assistant working with the chairperson, will do all handling of rating sheets and music.

8) The President shall hold a meeting in which the packets of music and sheets will be distributed the first Monday after the SCMTA Solo Festivals at a location he/she names. This meeting shall be open to all directors in the county.

ARTICLE 6
