· Each Chapter starts with Diagnosing Readiness (see sample p. 402).  Green Lesson Numbers for reference when difficult.  Answers in back of book – Instant Check System (pgs 755-771)
· Each Lesson starts with Skills You’ll Need (see sample Lesson 8-6 Pythagorean Theorem p 432).  Green Lesson Numbers for reference when difficult.  Answers in back of book – Instant Check System (pgs 755-771)
· Each Lesson starts with New Vocabulary.   Vocabulary is highlighted in yellow in the lesson.  Reading in context provides a working definition.  For book definition refer to the Glossary (pgs 717-754)
· Each Lesson is sub-divided into Objectives & Examples.  Rewriting/copying the Objective Example (while reading & thinking () is one method of improving absorption of the principles presented.

· Each Objective Example ends with a Check Understanding.  Check Understanding questions are formatted the same as the example and provide opportunity to verify that the objective example is understood.  Answers in back of book – Instant Check System (pgs 755-771)
· Some Lessons include a gold Key Concept Box (sample – pg 432) – Essential MUST know material; it’s the lesson in a nutshell

· Each Lesson’s Exercises are divided into three broad application levels.  Some answers are in back of book – Selected Answers (pgs 772-792)
A. Practice by Example.  (refers straight back to Objective Examples)

B. Apply Your Skills.  Student must follow directions / select appropriate solution strategy

C. Challenge.  Stretch to comprehensive understanding & application

· After about every 3 or 4 lessons there is a Checkpoint Quiz (sample - pg 454).  Answers are included in the Instant Check System (pgs 755-771)
· Chapter Review at end of each chapter (sample pgs 460-461).  Answers in back of book – Selected Answers (pgs 772-792)

· Practice Test at end of each chapter (sample pg 462).  NO Answers available in Text.  Student may come in outside of class time and check their answers against teacher’s text.
