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Students are reminded that:
Homework is to be completed in a neat, clear manner showing appropriate intermediate steps.  (i.e.:  Show your work!).  Your name, date, class, and assignment are required on the top of each sheet.  Complete your homework in pencil only.  Colored pen or colored pencil (no black, no highlighters) is to be used for in class corrections.  Properly corrected homework includes copying down the correct solution (not just the correct answer).  Your pride in producing quality work should be readily apparent to even the casual reader of your work.

Classroom Behavior:  Your active involvement & attention is required.  One way to demonstrate your involvement is by following along and copying down examples and corrected solutions (this is also helpful for your use when studying & reviewing prior to tests).  You can also demonstrate your positive engagement by asking & answering questions.

Preparedness to Learn:  In addition to your positive attitude towards learning, you’ll need to come prepared with all the necessary supplies (paper, pencils and pens) and of course your completed homework.

ReTake Policy – Revised
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As of now, the retake policy for is revised:

A student may only retake an assessment if invited.  To earn an invite, the student must first demonstrate that the retake will be successful.  Adequate demonstration proof includes but may not be specifically limited to:

  -  A clean, clear, and correct revision of every missed question on the assessment 

  -  At least 5 additional similar questions correctly and clearly completed

  -  If vocabulary related, the definition of the vocabulary written a minimum of 10 times. 

  -  Each related homework assignment, clearly completed and revised.
