MEDIEVAL WORLD HISTORY PROJECT

100 points – 3 weeks

Because the medieval world is so interesting and unique, I want you to experience it to the best of your ability living in the year 2009.  You will have three weeks to complete this project.  That means the project is due on Tuesday, February 10th.  No late projects will be accepted for any reason.  If you think you may not be able to turn your project in on the day it is due, turn it in early.

You may use any or all of these sites to complete this project.  You may also use your text, Chapters 8 and 9.  You may work alone or with one partner.  This is, technically, an individual project, so I do not want 20 projects that all look alike.  Be an individual and be creative!
Here are the details:

· Choose a character that will be yours throughout the project.  You can pick any type of person that would have been alive during the medieval era.  That could be a king, a noble, a knight, a serf, a priest, wife/mother, child, poet, artist, etc.

· You are to write a paper detailing your life in this era.  It can be a journal, scrapbook, or more of an essay.  You may talk about your job, family life, religious life, and more.  You may want to include a map of what your village looks like; how it’s set up.  You may want to include illustrations of your clothing, etc. (Remember, there was no internet during the middle ages so everything, needs to be done by your own hand! However, you can use the Internet to complete your research)
I am giving you very little in specific details because I want you to do research and be creative in how you present your information.  I am not giving you page requirements, a number of illustrations, etc.  Work on your project until you believe it is complete.
