BOOK REPORT REQUIREMENTS

US Government – Honors and AP and World History
Each semester US Government Honors and AP have the requirement of reading a book related to the subject of government.  The book is to be non-fiction, but all students must orally report on their book as well as turn in a two page written book report.  Your report cannot be longer than 2 pages double spaced with no larger than 12 font and no smaller than 11.  Your third page should have your references or works cited information.
When you write  your report, you will write in essay format using APA if you’re AP and MLA if you’re Honors.  You need to cite sources within your paper and on a Works Cited or Reference page depending on whether you are using APA or MLA format.  If you do not know how to cite sources the Internet has a vast amount of information on this topic.  My favorite site is The OWL at Purdue.  Here is some of the information you should be covering in your report.
1. What was the book about?  When was the book written?

2. Was the book written with a serious or humorous tone?

3. What was the thesis of the book?

4. Did the book meet that thesis and if yes, what were some of the points that were made?

5. What was it about the book that you liked or disliked?  (Don’t say it was boring because if it was boring you should have put it down and chosen another one)

6. How did the book relate to US Government or another form of government in the world, or how did it relate to World History.
7. Would you recommend this book to someone else for next semester?

These are just some questions that certainly should be answered within your oral and written report; however, feel free to include any additional information.  (No you cannot read your written report in front of the class; you must know your subject.  However, your written report is due the day you do your oral report.)

First Semester:  Oral and written reports.  Second Semester:  Written report only
You will earn 25 points for choosing a book by the date I set and then 50 points once your report is turned in on time.  If the report is not turned in on time, all 50 points will be lost.  The oral report is worth 100 points.  Any reports without citations will earn a zero.  If you do not turn in your written report to Turnitin.com before or on your due date there are no late book reports that will be accepted.
 Once you have chosen your book see me to sign up on the calendar.  First come, first serve for picking a reporting date.  It is up to you to remember it is your day.  If you miss your day, you miss 100 points.  There is no make up.  Students may not choose the same book as someone else.  Carefully make sure that the book you want has not already been chosen, otherwise no matter when I discover the duplicate you will have to change your book.

Regarding citations:  If you only have one source than within your paper you only need to cite page numbers.
