	Preparedness 
	Student is completely prepared and has obviously rehearsed.

	Speaks Clearly/Volume
	Speaks clearly and distinctly all (100-95%) the time, and mispronounces no words.  Speech is easy to hear.
	Speaks clearly and distinctly all (100-95%) the time, but mispronounces one word. Speech is easy to hear.
	Speaks clearly and distinctly most ( 94-85%) of the time. Mispronounces no more than one word. 

Needs to speak up a bit.
	Often mumbles or can not be understood OR mispronounces more than one word. Needs to speak up.
	

	Stays on Topic 
	Stays on topic all (100%) of the time.
