SAFETY RULES AND PROCEDURES
1. General Lab Rules

a. The performance of unauthorized experiments is strictly forbidden.

b. All personal injuries, however slight, must be reported immediately to the teacher.

c. Any accident, such as the spilling of dangerous or corrosive chemicals, explosions, fires or the like, must be reported immediately to the teacher.

d. Each student is required to know the location and proper use of the fire extinguisher and fire blanket that are located in the lab.

e. You will be using chemicals and equipment which could cause serious injuries to yourself and your classmates, therefore, practical jokes, boisterous conduct, running in the room, etc., are forbidden.
f. Before leaving the lab your work area must be clean. 

2. Personal Safety Rules

a. SAFETY GOOGLES MUST BE WORN WHEN ANY POTENTIAL EYE DANGER IS PRESENT. This includes heating substances, working with dangerous chemicals, working with a possible projectile, etc. This is not only a lab rule but an Illinois State Law.
b. Lab aprons should be worn when working with chemicals.

c. Shoes must be worn at all times in the lab. On days that we are performing labs, it will be required that you wear closed toed shoes.

d. Clothing having loose or bulky sleeves should not be worn in the lab (on lab days). This includes coats, jackets, sweatshirts, etc.

e. Never look into the opening of any chemical containing vessel. Never bring any chemical containing vessel near your face.

f. No chemical should ever be tasted unless you are told by the teacher that it is safe to do so.

3. Heating and Fire Safety Rules.

a. Persons with long hair must tie it back during labs.

b. Never leave an experiment unattended, where heating is involved.

c. Never point a test tube that is being heated towards yourself or others.

d. When heating a substance, be sure to handle all equipment involved as being potentially hot. This is especially important during clean-up.

e. In case of a fire, do not panic or run. Notify teacher immediately.

f. When using matches, dip them in water before throwing them away.

g. Never pour or handle flammable substance near an open flame. 

h. Never heat flammable materials with and open flame.

4. Equipment Usage Rules

a. Never handle any equipment in the room unless you are authorized to do so by the teacher.
b. Handle all equipment with care, if you damage a piece of equipment through carelessness you will be charged for its replacement.

c. Carry heavy equipment with both hands in an upright position. This is especially true for microscopes and scales.
d. All equipment used is to be thoroughly cleaned and returned to its proper place at the end of the class period.

In the application of these rules the student is to be as careful and considerate of the welfare of his/her neighbors as he/she is of their own safety. Should the interpretation of any of these regulations be necessary, the advice of the instructor should be obtained.  Complete the following section and return by Monday August 29th.
