Heredity and Reproduction

1. Incomplete metamorphosis stages are egg-nymph-adult.

2. A nymph is a miniature/ immature adult that has wings.

13. A point mutation and a substitution mutation are the same, where one base pair is taken out of the DNA strand, and another one is put in its place.

14. Cloning takes place when the nucleus of a cell is taken out and is used to grow a new organism, the DNA is exactly the same.
15. A frame shift mutation is the same as insertion and deletion, and an inversion is when one or more base pairs are flipped around.
