Classroom Procedures

· At the back of room there is a homework cabinet.  All work needs to be turned into the homework cabinet.
· At the rear of the room along the window sills, there are baskets with period numbers on them.  All of your graded work will be put into the appropriate basket.   I do NOT hand back work – if you want your work, you will have to get it.
· Get your work between classes, after or before school or during class time that you are working on homework problems – not during lectures.
· If you want to use the restroom:
1. Cut a Mole Dollar from your sheet.
2. Hand the Mole Dollar to Mr. Abronowitz.
3. Walk over to the bathroom pass and fill it out.
4. When you return, place bathroom pass back where you found it.
5. This can be done at ANYTIME, and does not need to disturb the class i.e. this can be done without any conversation.
· If at anytime, you need to use Kleenex then get up and walk to the box and use it.  Please dispose of your tissue.  If you empty a box, PLEASE let me know so I can replace it.
· If your pencil breaks during lecture – get up and sharpen it.  I can talk loud enough that everyone can hear me.
· If you need to throw an item away – don’t – at least while I am lecturing or going over problems.  The time for you to throw away papers is when you are working on problems on your own.  
· When in doubt ASK!!!!!!!!!!  That is what I get paid for.
· If I tell you to see me at the end of class, you need to stay.  Nine times out of ten, it is for something good.  You will know when I am disappointed with your actions or behavior. 
· Please do not be rude to me by putting your head down.
· Tomorrow is the “NEXT DAY OF CLASS” – when I say “tomorrow” I do NOT want to be corrected.
· If there are papers at the “Student Assistant Center”, please pick up a copy for yourself.
· If you are absent, there should be a “student absent form” for you in the tray in the SAC.  This should contain a copy of the handouts for the day that you were absent.  If it doesn’t, there is a basket in SAC  marked “EXTRA HANDOUTS”.  You will find your worksheets there.   If your “neighbor” is absent…fill out the student absent form for them.  In order to turn in work that was assigned when you were absent, you MUST have the “absent student form” filled out and signed by you and Mr. Abronowitz.
· Students who turn in papers with no name on them obviously feel that their work is not worth grading. Papers with no name on it will be placed in the “land of no name” in the back of the room.  A penalty of 25% will be given if students find there papers in the “land of no name” and want Mr. A to enter the grade.
· Using a Drop-A-Homework coupon, you fill out the information at the bottom of the DAH sheet as to the assignment that is to be dropped and turn it into the basket where papers normally go.
· When an assignment is “completion grade” make sure your name is on the paper before class starts.  I will not wait on you to find it and put your name on it.  You may leave it in your spiral and pass your spiral in, as long as your name is on that page.  You will get the assignment right back and we will then go over it.
· Please check the website for your due dates.  By the next day, your assignment should be posted.  There is a drop-a-homework for the first student to come to me and tell me that the assignment is not posted.
· If you do not have an assignment, please fill out the “Kill the Alibi” form so you can get a grade of a twenty-five instead of a grade of a zero.
· At the side of the room, is the Student Assistance Center (SAC) where you will find the pencil sharpener, handouts, graph paper, problem solving sheets, Kill the Alibi forms, Absent Student Forms, etc.  Please help yourself.
