CLASSROOM RULES
Mr. Abronowitz

1. Come to class ready to learn. Allow others to learn
Students will bring all necessary materials to class daily.  Failure to bring the materials will cause the student to be sent to their lockers to get the materials, and will cost the student one mole dollar. Students who borrow the material from another person will receive the same penalty.  If the student has no mole dollars, a detention will be issued.
2. Be in your seat when the bell rings.  When the bell BEGINS to ring, if you are not in this classroom, you are tardy.
3. When "Do now" is on the board - Begin the assignment as soon as you arrive at your desk.
4. Be considerate of others.
When someone is talking -- LISTEN (this includes listening to the teacher).  Do not leave paper, trash, notebooks or textbooks in the room.  My room is not  your locker.  If you leave anything in the room, you will serve an hour detention.  Do not pass notes in my class.  You will receive a detention, and your note will be put on the bulletin board for everyone to read (teacher's choice).  LISTEN TO THE ANNOUNCEMENTS.
5. You may NOT chew gum. 
6. Failure to follow the above rules will cause a detention to be issued.
          
WORK PROCEDURES
1. All homework is due on the assigned date unless a student is absent. Homework assigned BEFORE an absence, is due the day the student returns unless there is extenuating circumstances.
2. The student is responsible for getting any missed work before school or after school. Please do not see me before class or during class.  Students are encourage to contact me the day they are absent to find out what was covered in class.
3. If a student is absent when an assignment is given out, they will have the number of days of make-up time as mandated in the school handbook. They MUST turn in with the missing work, the “Absent Student Report Form” to receive credit.  This form must be signed by both the student and Mr. Abronowitz.  If any tests are missed it is the student's responsibility to arrange to take the test in the allotted time for the absence. If the test is not made up during the allotted time the test will be considered to be a ZERO.
4. If you will be on a field trip the day that a test is taken, you are excepted to take the test EARLY. Any work due the day of a field trip must be turned in before the field trip.  If you do not turn the work in, no grade will be given.
5. All students are expected to be responsible enough to have all assigned work in on time.  THERE WILL BE NO LATE WORK EXCEPTED.

PROGRESS REPORTS
Progress reports will be issued every three weeks of each grading period.  

SEMESTER EXAM
At the end of each semester, a comprehensive exam will be given.  This test will cover ALL material presented to that time.  

FORMATIVE GRADES 
Daily grades, or guided practice, are problems done in class.  All daily assignments will count the same weight.  Labs will count two grades unless students are told otherwise.  

SUMMATIVE GRADES
Tests are comprehensive in nature and usually occur at the end of a chapter or a unit. Quizzes are less comprehensive than a test and are usually over a couple of sections of the book. Tests will count two grades and quizzes will count one grade.
