7th Grade Meiosis Vocabulary

1. meiosis – a process of cell division that produces sex cells

2. meiosis I – the first half of meiosis 

3. prophase I – the first stage of meiosis I in which duplicated chromosomes come near each other 

4. metaphase I – the second stage of meiosis I in which the centromeres attach the chromatids

5. anaphase I – the third stage of meiosis I in which the chromatids move to opposite ends of the cell

6. telophase I – the fourth stage of meiosis I in which the cytoplasm divides to form two new cells

7. meiosis II – the second half of sex cell division in which the duplicated chromosomes will be separated

8. prophase II – the first stage of meiosis II spindle fibers and chromosomes reappear in new cells

9. metaphase II – the second stage of meiosis II, this  time the centromeres attaches to the spindle fibers

10. anaphase II – the third stage of meiosis II in which the centromeres divides

11. telophase II – the fourth stage of meiosis II in which the nucleus forms and the cytoplasm divides resulting in four new cells

12. haploid – have only half the number of chromosomes as regular body cells
