Students taking a history class often ask their teacher, “How can I do better in history?”  Although there  is no magic formula that will guarantee success, students who do well in class usually have a workable system.  
You can devise your own recipe for success by considering the techniques described here and discovering what works for you.  Based on what you know about how you learn, give the suggestions that are offered here a try.  They should help you to learn history effectively, raise your confidence, and very probably your grade too.  

A Strategy
As a general rule , you should schedule twenty to thirty minutes of study time for every hour in class.  Regular study produces the best results.  Work in an environment that is well lit, conducive to concentrated study, and free from distractions such as the stereo, TV and telephone.  Be sure to gather your textbook, notes, syllabus and handouts so that you can work without interruption.

Read the syllabus for the course and follow the schedule set by the instructor.  Prepare yourself for class each day.  Take complete and organized notes on the class lecture.  Use your text to clarify and complete your notes.  

Be specific in setting up your weekly study schedule.  Indicate which sections of your text you plan to study and  which topics to review for an approaching test.

To Summarize

1. Attend all classes

2. Preread, take notes, review

3. Construct a study schedule a week at a time

4. Keep up with the course syllabus

5. Do all assigned work

6. Get help if you need it
