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 A quarter > a dime > a nickel > a penny so

Counting Dollars: 
Count from the bill with the greatest value to the bill with the least value.
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A $20.00 bill > a $5.00 bill > a $1.00 bill
	$20.00 + $20.00 + $5.00 > $1:00
Counting Fewest or Least Amount of Coins:
The fewest or least amount of coins means that you use the least amount of coins.
For example:  The circled group of coins below is the least or fewest amount of coins for $0.23.
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		       5 coins							6 coins

5 < 6 so the circle answer has the fewest or least amount of coins.

Counting Fewest or Least Amount of Coins Mixed With Dollars:
The fewest or least amount of mixed money means that you use the least amount of dollars and coins.
For example:  The circled group of coins and bills below is the least or fewest amount of coins and bills for $2.11.													
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             2 bills + 2 coins = 4 bills and coins
									1 bill + 6 coins = 7 bills and coins
4 < 7 so the circle answer has the fewest or least amount of dollars and coins.
