Level 3:


Self-Responsibility

Students who take more responsibility for their choices and for linking these choices to the kind of person they want to be.  They are able to work without direct supervision.  They take responsibility for their actions and their intentions.  They make good choices without needing to be told, reminded or prompted.


EXAMPLES

· Cleaning your room or doing your chores without needing to be told or reminded

· Doing your personal best and following all rules without being told or reminded

· Practicing skills after school, at recess, or on weekends without being told

· Working on the assigned task even when others around you are not staying on task

· Being active at school or home for enjoyment

· Making good choices when no one is watching
