Victor Central School District Parent, Teacher, Student Association (PTSA), Partners In Education (PIE) and Victor’s Outreach In Children’s Education (VOICE) work together to select parent representatives for our district’s shared decision-making groups. These groups include Building Councils, District-level Councils (District Council and Curriculum Council), and other committees. 
The Councils include parents, teachers, support staff and administrators. Councils generally meet twice a month. Meeting times and dates are determined by the members of each council on a shared-sacrifice basis to ensure a genuine opportunity for participation. 


All parents/guardians of student(s) attending Victor schools are eligible. In order to serve as a member of an individual school’s Building Council, a parent must have a student in attendance at that school.

Expectations for Parent Members of Councils: 
· Become familiar with the district’s shared decision-making plan* – the purpose of these councils is to plan, implement, monitor and evaluate decisions directly related to improving student achievement, as well as students’ physical, social and emotional well-being

· Attend the Council meetings

· Focus on decision making for all children

· Communicate effectively:

· Attend PTSA, PIE and VOICE meetings to share information about Council issues and seek ideas from other parents

· Bring the issues and concerns of all parents to Council meetings

· Be prepared to make the necessary time commitment

· Be flexible and work well with people

· Participate in district-provided training 

· Be aware that confidential issues should be handled appropriately
