Special  EVENT:
May 21st Simulated Crash:  

For the third consecutive year, Victor Senior High and SAFEHOMES/Victor Central PTSA partnered with local fire & emergency crews to present an Alcohol and Drug Awareness program to the VCS Senior class.

This program emphasized the importance of making good decisions.  This Alcohol Awareness Program reaches almost 300 young adults each year before prom & graduation at Victor Senior High School. 

Perhaps the most powerful part of the program is the simulated crash in which the students hear an actual 911 report, then are taken to the accident scene and observe the various emergency service organizations actually responding to a staged accident. Student actors and actresses are utilized as victims, and are cut from wreckage and taken away in ambulances. 

Ontario County Sheriff’s Dept., Victor/Farmington Volunteer Ambulance Corp., and the Victor Fire Dept. all responded to the incident as if it was a real crash. Interagency radio communications are broadcast over speakers so that the students can hear provider communications. Narration of the crash was provided by the Victor School Resource Officer, Everett Roach.
At the conclusion of the demonstration, the students were encouraged to discuss the events.   In a special presentation, Holly Bryant, Victor/Farmington Ambulance Corp. spoke to students about fatal accidents and the consequences of their bad decisions. The entire program was emotionally powerful with the option for students to sign a prom promise contract supplied by PTSA along with a pledge ribbon to wear in school.

Parents & Grad Parties

If the Party is in Your Home:

Greet all guests at the door and beware of guests who arrive more than half an hour late.

Guests should be by invitation only. Do not allow party crashers to stay.

Do not allow kids to come and go. They may leave to drink and then want to return.

Do not allow beverages to be brought into the home. Provide all refreshments.

Be visible at the party and have other adults help you.
Call parents of anyone who appears to be under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs.

If the Party at a Friend’s:

Call the host parents to verify that an adult will be present and that the party will be substance free.

If there is no end time, impose one on your own, but compromise. After all, it is a special night.
pressure kids to attend parties —they may have good reasons for not wanting to go.

Talk to your child when he or she comes home.

If it becomes a party where alcohol is being served, report it to the Ontario County Sheriff’s Office.  
In New York, parents can be sued for injury to a minor whom they have allowed to consume alcohol. Also, adults who allow alcohol to be served to anyone under the legal drinking age may be subject to arrest and prosecution.
