1.  National park - an area set aside by the national government for people to visit.

2.  Boundary - a line that separates one place from another.

3.  Natural resources - something that is provided by nature and is useful to people.

4.  Culture - the way of life of a group of people. 

5.  Geography - the study of the earth and how people use it, the land, resources, and

6.  Landform - a feature of Earth's surface created by nature.

7.  Population - the number of people living in a certain place. 

8.  Environment - the land, air, water, plants, and animals that affect the way people live.

9.  Region - an area with common features that set it apart from other areas. 

10.  Climate - the usual weather in a place over a long period of time.

11.  Temperature - the degree of heat or cold

12.  Precipitation - water that falls to the earth as rain, snow, sleet, or hail

13.  Gorge - a deep, narrow passage with steep rocky sides, as between mountains.

14.  Economy - the management and use of the resources of a state or country

15.  Trade - to exchange one product or service for another product or service

16.  Hemisphere - the northern, southern, eastern, or western half of Earth.

17.  Port - a place on a river, lake, or ocean where ships can safely load and unload goods.

18.  Export - something that is sent to another country, usually for sale. 

19.  Import - something that is brought into a country, usually for sale.    
1.  You should know how to find a city on a map using lines of latitude and longitude.  (p4-5)  Be able to figure out cities that are between two latitude or longitude lines.  

2.  Latitude lines measure the distance north and south of the equator.  They run east and west and are called parallels because none of the lines meet at any time.  The equator is 0 degrees latitude and the poles are at 90 degrees.  The North Pole is 90 degrees north (900N) and the South Pole is 90 degrees south (900S)

3.  Longitude lines measure distance east or west of the prime meridian (00), which runs through Greenwich, England.  They run north and south and are also called meridians.  Lines west of the prime meridian are called west longitude and lines east of the prime meridian are called east longitude (example 100E).  All longitude lines meet at the north and south poles.

4. The Prime Meridian runs through Greenwich, England at 0˚ longitude.
5.  You should know the two sets of mountains that can be found in western North Carolina, the Blue Ridge Mountains and the Great Smoky Mountains which are on the border with Tennessee.


6.  You should know which cities are part of the Research Triangle: Raleigh, Durham, & Chapel Hill

7.  You should know that Mt. Mitchell is the highest mountain on the East coast of the United States, at 6684 feet above sea level and it is located in the mountain region of North Carolina.

8.  Know the 10 largest cities in North Carolina.  They are Charlotte, Raleigh, Greensboro, Durham, Winston-Salem, Fayetteville, Cary, Wilmington, High Point, & Asheville.

9. North Carolina is located in the western hemisphere and in the Southeast region of 

the United States, on the continent of North America.  Raleigh is the capital.

10.  Know the three landform region of North Carolina; the Coastal Region, the 

Piedmont Region, and the Mountain region.

11.  We get the nickname "Tarheels" because we live in North Carolina.  Some say it is because of all the pine tar we made for the shipbuilding industry.  There was so much tar and so many people stepped in it that they may have gotten tar on their heels.

12.  Climate is the usual weather in a place.  The two ingredients of climate are temperature and precipitation.

13.  A region is an area with common features.  Landforms are in turn, features of the Earth’s surface created by nature.  Regions could be formed because of the landforms such as Coastal, Piedmont, and Mountain or location such as Southeast, Northwest, or Northeast, or temperature such as polar, tropical, or temperate.  There are many ways to make regions.

14. The first North Carolinians were not from Europe; they were Native Americans, who have been here for thousands of years.  Major European nations that colonized the Americas were England, Germany, Spain, France, and Ireland as well as countries in Africa.

15. There are many things that make a shared culture, such as language, music, food, dancing, and dress.  Early colonists brought many kinds of cultural traditions.  We share many foods, music, and religion with other states in the Southeast region of the United States?

16. The Atlantic Ocean borders North Carolina's coast.  That is important to our state because it allows us easy access for shipping our goods to other states and countries, for fishing, for recreation, and for transportation.

17.  The states that share a border with North Carolina are South Carolina, Virginia, Tennessee, and Georgia.

18.  Several important natural resources our state has include forests, our land, our minerals, our clean supplies of water, and our well-educated work force.  (North Carolina has to import all of its oil though)  Our clay not only good for food crops and grasses, it is also used for making pottery.  Among our more common minerals, are mica, feldspar and Kaolin.

19.  You should know that North Carolina's two major ports are Wilmington and Morehead City.

20. The state's major exports are lumber, paper, pencils, fabric, clothing, industrial machinery, chemicals, farm products, transportation equipment and electrical equipment.

21.  Our leading imports are asphalt, minerals, metal products, rubber, and salt.

22.  The Appalachian Mountains extend from southern Canada all the way to Alabama.

23.  The North Carolina Zoological Park is near Asheboro.

24.  Geography is the study of the land; it’s natural resources, and its people.

25.  Native Americans were the first to plant corn, and European settlers also learned to plant it.  

26.  Country music had its birthplace in the Southeast region of the United States.

27.  We have much in common with other areas of the Southeast region such as types of soil, a long growing season, and a shared culture including foods and music.

28.  North Carolina not only trades with other states, we also trade with other countries.
