1.  You need to know how to read an elevation map and an elevation profile map. p33  Practice finding the heights of certain cities.  Know what the colors can mean.  Be careful, because many times the heights are given in both feet and meters.  Elevation maps show heights of land, 

2.  The Diamond Shoals is an area of dangerous sandbars that stretches 12 miles underwater near Cape Hatteras.  Many ships have run aground here so it has picked up the name “Graveyard of the Atlantic”.

3. Most of North Carolina's lakes are manmade.  They were constructed by putting a dam across a stream and flooding a valley. The three largest natural lakes are Lake Mattamuskeet (the largest), Phelps Lake (2nd largest), and Lake Waccamaw.

4.  The four sub-regions of the Coastal Region, are the Outer Banks, the Tidewater, the Sandhills, and the Inner Coastal Plain.

5.  The three North Carolina capes that project into the Atlantic Ocean, are Cape Fear, Cape Lookout, and Cape Hatteras

6. The Fall Zone averages about 10 miles wide with a 70 foot drop, and many rapids and waterfalls on the rivers.  This affected early colonizaion because early explorers and colonists were reluctant or unable to cross this area because they were travelling by boat.  They chose instead, to settle East of the Fall Zone.  This is one of the reasons that Fayetteville is one of our oldest and largest cities.
7.  The climate and generally higher temperatures of the coastal plain are very good for growing crops. Also, the Venus Fly Trap grows almost exclusively in the Tidewater region of North Carolina.

8.  Hurricanes have had a great affect on the  Coastal Region.  Some of the larger hurricanes that have hit North Carolina are Bertha and Fran in 1996.  They destroyed hundreds of homes and buildings and caused millions of dollars in damage.

10.  Jockey's ridge is the highest sand dune on the East Coast.

11.  The Outer Banks are called barrier islands because they protect the mainland from the worst effects of the ocean.

12.  A "pocosin" is a Native American word that means a large swampy area.

13.  The Inner Coastal Plain is an excellent place to grow crops because of its rich, sandy soil, abundant rainfall, and mild climate.

14. The first North Carolinians were not from Europe, they were Native 

Americans.  The Lumbees are the largest group of Native Americans still living in the Coastal Plain along with the Waccamaws who are the second largest group.

15.  Some of the early settlers were from Europe and Africa. Many came from England or Scotland.  Others came from Italy, Russia, Poland, and the Netherlands.   These days, you might also hear people speaking Spanish, Korean, or Chinese

16. Their are 100 counties in North Carolina. 41 of them are in the Coastal Region.

17.  The oldest town in North Carolina is Bath.  Blackbeard the pirate had his 

home there.  Fayetteville and Wilmington are the two largest cities in the region.  Fayetteville is the larger of the two.

18. The Outer Banks is special to North Carolina because of its scenery, its history, the great food, the adventure, the lighthouses, the beaches, and more.  Tourism is very big in this area.  The seven largest Outer Banks lighthouses are Currituck, Bodie, Hatteras, Ocracoke, Lookout, Oak Island, and Bald Head.

19.  North Carolina ranks in #1 in the production of sweet potatoes, hogs,turkeys, #4 in chickens, and #1in tobacco.  Water and soil are natural resources that benefit farming in the Coastal Region.

20. Mixed farming has helped the tobacco farmers because tobacco demand has 

gone way down.  By growing other crops as well as tobacco, farmers can make sure they will always have some income.

21.  The Coastal Region's largest industries such are fishing, agriculture, and lumber.  Many movies and television shows are also produced in the Wilmington area.  The service industry accounts for more jobs that any other industry in the Coastal Region.  The service industries, especially the ones that support the tourist industry are growing rapidly.  Service industries are where one person does something for another such as a doctor, a teacher, a waitress, or tourist related services.

22.  The raw material  used to make paper is wood pulp.  The pine trees of the Coastal Region provide much of the pulp wood used in our state. 

23.  Four of the largest crops grown in the Coastal Region are tobacco, sweet potatoes, soybeans, and peanuts.

24.  Some of the reasons that make Wilmington such a good port for ships and 

cargo are its fine road and rail systems, a good airport and a large, well-protected port for ships.

25. Most of the population of the Coastal Region is rural.  There are very few large city or urban areas.
26. Portsmouth Island a ghost town now, but it used to be one of the largest ports on the Outer Banks.

27.  Blackbeard the pirate, also known as Edward Teach, plundered many ships in the 1700’s.  He was killed at the Ocracoke inlet by Robert Maynard after a fierce battle.

28.  The Wright Brothers were the first to fly a heavier than air plane in 1903 and made their first flights at Kitty Hawk, NC because of its flat terrain and strong winds.
29. The wild horses on Corrolla Beach are mustangs originally brought over by the first European settlers over 400 years ago and they now roam the beach freely.

30. The Coastal Plain covers nearly half of North Carolina.  Three fifths of the 

state's farmland is in the Coastal Plain.  
31. The Cape Hatteras lighthouse, at 208 feet,  is the tallest brick light house in the United States, and it was just recently moved to protect it from the ocean which has been eroding the beach.

32.  The famous WWII battleship North Carolina is located in Wilmington.
