1.  You should know how to write an outline.  Roman numerals, upper and lower- case letters, and numbers are used.  The outline need only contain what is important. Outlines are helpful because they help you summarize and organize your thoughts and information. They consist of main ideas and supporting ideas.  

2.  There was more damage in the South than the North after the Civil War because

most of the battles were fought in the South, and the South ended up losing the war.

3.  After the war, over 350,000 slaves were freed.  Partly because of this, the 

average size of farms and plantations decreased in NC and we became more than ever, a state of small farms.

4.  The reconstruction of the South took 12 years, from 1865-1877, and it called

for having the Confederate states rejoin the Union.

5.  The Freedmen's Bureau was a government group set up to help the former slaves.  It provided them with food, shelter, and started schools.

6. Sharecroppers were people who farmed the land for an owner in return for a share of the crops and tenant farmers paid rent in cash or could also give the owner a share of the crops.  They no longer worked for their former masters.  These two 

ways of farming were different, the tenant farmers rented the land and sharecroppers did not.  Both white and black workers participated as tenant farmers and sharecroppers.

7.  Farm owners and workers both disliked the "contract" system of farming.  The workers had to sign a contract that they would not leave the farm and the owners had to pay the workers whether it was a good or a bad farming year.

8.  Farm life changed in the South.  Better transportation, especially railroads, allowed goods to be moved to market easier and faster.  With the extra money they made, they were able to buy many of the things that they used to have to make for themselves.

9.  Many people left the farms and moved to the cities because they couldn’t make enough money by farming.  Many farmers began to work in the mills and factories of the three big industries of the time, textiles, furniture making, and tobacco production.

10.  Several industries became very big in our state, as farming was becoming less 

popular.  The textile, tobacco, and furniture industries were the big three.  In the late 1800s textiles was a very fast growing industry.  James Cannon was one of the largest textile mill owners.  He started villages for the mill workers that later became cities like Kannapolis.  The number of mills jumped from 60 to 318 in 30 years.  

11. The furniture industry greatly expanded with the improvements made in transportation.  In 1888, the High Point Furniture Company became the first furniture factory in the state.  The cities of High Point, Winston-Salem, and Thomasville, and Lexington were centers of the state’s furniture industry.  

12. The tobacco industry was the largest of the industries to grow during this time.  Led by the American tobacco company owned by the Duke family and the R. J. Reynolds Company these companies were the largest producers of cigarettes in the country.

13.  Modernization and newer machinery helped increase production in many 

industries.  The big increase in railroads made it very easy to bring in supplies and ship out completed products for sale.

14.  The lives of freed slaves changed after the Civil War.  They were allowed to vote in elections and get paid for their work, and had many other freedoms.

15.  Know or be able to paraphrase the following amendments to our Constitution that we discussed in class.

     13th amendment - outlawed slavery

     14th amendment- equal treatment under the law - made black people US citizens 

     15th amendment - gave male black citizens the right to vote

     19th amendment - gave women the right to vote

16.  The Jim Crow laws were laws passed by many southern states in an effort to segregate or separate black people from white people in public places like schools, churches, restaurants, and railroads.  These laws took away many of the rights that black people had received when slavery ended.   The name comes from as song from that time that had a black character in it.

17.  Following reconstruction, some of jobs available to black people besides farming were unskilled jobs in railroad construction and in the lumber, naval stores, and tobacco industries.  A few black people owned their own businesses.

18.  The Mutual Life Insurance Company became the largest black-owned business in the United States.  John Merrick, Aaron M. Moore, and Charles C. Spaulding started this company in 1898 in the city of Durham.

19. Two people who supported woman suffrage in North Carolina were Helen Morris Lewis who started the North Carolina Equal suffrage Association, and Senator J. L. Hyatt who tried to get the state to approve woman suffrage.  It wasn’t until the 19th amendment was passed by congress in 1920 that women got the right to vote.

20.  Many black citizens wanted to leave North Carolina and move north because

even though slavery had ended, the Jim Crow laws made life very difficult in the South.

21. Public education in NC began with an idea by Archibald Murphy in the early 1800s.  He wanted a system of public schools for all white children.  His plan didn’t include education for black children. Some schools opened in 1840 but the Civil War meant that few people were thinking about public schools.  It wasn’t until after the war that a large effort was made to make public schools a priority. 

22.  The Freedmen’s Bureau opened more than 400 schools for black children between 1865 and 1872.  Some even admitted both white and black students

The NC constitution was changed in1868 to include free public education for all children white and black but because of the Jim Crow laws, black children and Native Americans were forced to go to different schools from the white children.

The black schools were not given as much money as the white schools were.

23. Charlotte Hawkins Brown was responsible for opening a private school for the education of black children.  Her school was called Palmer Memorial Institute.  She was only 19 when she started her school.

24.  Even though many children attended public schools, the lack of money for both white and black schools meant that it was very hard to get enough supplies to many children were still illiterate which meant that they didn’t know how to read or write.

25. Governor Charles Aycock helped improve education in North Carolina by using tax money to help pay for the schools.  He also built bigger schoolhouses and opened libraries in many communities.

26. Canals and waterways allowed for better transportation within the state.  It connected some rivers together and allowed for movement in some areas that didn’t have rivers.  It also allowed the inland waterway to be used for travel along the coast instead of having to be out on the open sea. Steam-powered engines allowed mills and factories to be located just about anywhere since they did not need rivers to run waterwheels.  

27. The Dismal Swamp Canal connected the Chesapeake Bay with Albemarle Sound.

28. Better roads were needed with the invention of the automobile.  Up until that time, we had corduroy roads, plank roads, and dirt roads.  

29.  The North Carolina Good Roads Association was started by Harriet Morehead Berry in 1902 to convince the government that better roads were needed.  In 1921 a law was passed that set up the construction of the state highway system.  North Carolina is now known as the “Good Roads State.”

30. The invention of the airplane is very important in the history of our state, because it occurred on the Outer Banks.

31.  On December 17, 1903, the Wright Brothers make their first successful flight at Kitty Hawk, North Carolina
