1.  Neutral - standing apart in an argument or fight and not taking sides.

2.  Depression - a time when businesses suffer and many people lose their jobs

1.  Know where to look for information on research papers.  Remember that you 

can use books, paper encyclopedias, CD ROM encyclopedias, newspapers, and the 

Internet as some of your sources of data. 

2.  World War I began in 1914 and ended in 1918.  Around 1917, the United 

States entered the war. The war got close to North Carolina when a light ship and a British ship were sunk off of the Outer Banks.

3. Major Army bases that trained soldiers during WWI, WWII, the Korean, and Vietnam wars were Fort Bragg in Fayetteville, and camp Greene in Charlotte, NC.  Camp Lejeune trained Marines.

4.  Nations that fought against us during the First World War were Germany, Turkey, and Austria-Hungary.  Our Allies were the British, French, and Russians.  In WWII, our allies were still Great Britain, France, Russia, and many others.  The Axis powers (bad guys) were Germany, Italy, and Japan.   

5.  The "roaring twenties" were very good because of the peace we enjoyed after the end of WWIl.  People began buying new products coming out at the time.

6.  The "Great Depression" occurred in full, by 1929.  It didn’t end until 1939 when WWII began.  Despite the good times of the 20’s, factories began making more products than people could buy.  People stopped buying, which meant less products being made, workers were fired, and without jobs, people didn’t have money to buy 

food or more products.  Things got very bad, very quickly.  

7. President Roosevelt's "New Deal" gave people new hope, by giving them government jobs building roads, railroads, bridges, and airports.  They even built the Hoover Dam in Arizona.  People were now able to feed their families.  One large 

project was the building of the Blue Ridge Parkway in North Carolina. 

8. Because of the tremendous amount of food, clothing, and other supplies that were required for the war, there were shortages of many items like butter, sugar, coffee, and gasoline.  Families were limited in what they could buy or rationed.  You were given coupon books that allowed you to buy a set amount of rationed items.  Many people began growing their own “Victory Gardens” to help ease the food shortage.

9.  The major event that caused the U.S. to enter WWII was when Japan bombed Pearl Harbor in Hawaii on December 7, 1941.  Adolph Hitler was the leader of Germany and the Axis powers.  He was responsible for the killing of millions of Jewish people just because he didn’t like them.    

10.  Many women worked in factories during W.W.II because all of the men were fighting in the war.  They were also drivers, nurses, and held other important jobs. 

11.  Over 16 million American men and women fought in W.W.II. 

12. North Carolina was an ideal place to train soldiers for war because it was close to Europe and it already had large military training bases left from WWI.  More soldiers were trained in NC than in any other state in the U.S. 

13. Everyone in NC and the country pitched in!  Farmers produced more than ever, factories stayed open 24 hours a day, and forest and mineral resources from NC were crucial to helping win the war.  We provided much of the mica, tungsten, and manganese used in the war.  Our factories produced items such as bullets, tanks, uniforms, and tent material.

14. Even children helped by collecting scrap metal, rubber, paper, and other important products, and by saving their money to buy war bonds.

15. W.W.II ended in 1945.  The war ended in Europe May 7, 1945.  Soon after, the US dropped two atomic bombs on Japan in August of 1945; they surrendered August 8, 1945.  

16.  The Korean War was fought in the 1950s.  The Vietnam War was fought in the 60s & 70s.

17. North Carolina was a great place to build Navy ships during the war because of the many inlets and bays for shipyards.  There were also good ports used as ship repair stations.

18.  Some of the military bases that still exist in NC today are Pope AFB and Fort Bragg in Fayetteville, Camp Lejeune in Jacksonville, Cherry Point MCAS near New Bern, Elizabeth City Coast Guard Station near Elizabeth City, and Seymour-Johnson AFB in Goldsboro.

20.  The country of Vietnam is located in Southeast Asia, about 9,000 miles from NC.

The US became interested in Vietnam in 1954.  In 1957, we began sending troops over and gradually the number of troops greatly increased.  By 1973, there were few American soldiers still in Vietnam.  Some people see a similarity to the war we are now fighting in Iraq.   

 21. In 1982, the U. S. government officially recognized the soldiers who fought in Vietnam by building the Vietnam Veteran’s Memorial in Washington, DC.  The state of North Carolina decided to pay tribute to all the North Carolinians who fought in the Vietnam War by building the Vietnam Veteran’s Memorial park that is located between Thomasville and Lexington.  

22. Dr. Martin Luther King promoted peaceful, non-violent protests.  He gave many important speeches for equal rights.  He was killed in 1968.

23. The Greensboro sit-in which occurred in February 1960 happened when four African American students entered an F. W. Woolworth store in Greensboro, NC and asked for some food.  The store refused because they only served whites.  Many other students both black and white joined the protest and eventually the store began to serve both African American and white customers together.  

24. Rosa Parks refused to give up her seat on a bus for a white man one afternoon in December 1955 as required by law, and was put in jail.  The city’s African Americans boycotted (refused to use) the city’s buses until the unfair law was changed.

25.  Pauli Murray worked her whole life for civil rights.  She attended law school and peacefully demanded equal rights for all.

26.  Susie Sharp was a leader in the movement for equal rights for women.  She was a lawyer and later became a NC Supreme Court judge and even served for five years as the chief justice of the court.

27. Julius Chambers was a lawyer who worked hard to make sure that public schools throughout Charlotte were integrated and that black children were to be bused to the schools they were to attend.

 28.  Eva Clayton was the first African American woman from North Carolina to be elected to the U.S. House of Representatives.  She worked very hard to provide affordable housing to many North Carolina families. 

29. The Civil Rights movement and Civil Rights Act of 1964 were efforts to guarantee black Americans the right to vote, seek work, and to use public places in the same way as white people.  The Bill of Rights and the amendments to the constitution we read about in the last chapter that were added after the Civil War, guaranteed everyone the same rights to both blacks and whites.  Why should we have to even write another Civil Rights Law if it was already part of our Constitution?  (Think about this one!)
