1.  We’ve done compare and contrast several times this year.  Review what compare and contrast mean.  Compare is how things are similar and contrast is how things are different.  A Venn diagram is a convenient way to show comparisons and contrasts.  Comparisons are where the two circles intersect.

2.  North Carolina is the 28th largest state but it has the 10th largest population.  Many people are moving to North Carolina because of its pleasant climate, cultural attractions, and recreational activities.

3. We are the 4th most rural state but urban areas are the fastest-growing places in North Carolina because that is where new people are moving.  The number of people living in NC cities is increasing and the number of people living in rural areas decreasing because people are attracted to the many types of jobs that are available and the cultural attractions.

4. It is important to plan for the future of North Carolina's cities so that we plan for growth and the schools, roads, and businesses that will be required.

5. North Carolina's four largest cities are Charlotte, Raleigh, Greensboro, and Winston-Salem.

6.  Charlotte is named the Queen City because it was named after Charlotte, the wife of King George II of Great Britain, in the 1700’s.  It is our largest city and is home to a campus of the UNC system and is a hub for the banking industry.

7.  Raleigh has grown but the people of Raleigh have preserved the city’s natural environment.  Raleigh has numerous parks, along with many hiking and biking trails.

8.  Research Triangle Park is very important to the economy of this area.  It too was developed with the environment in mind.  It is a center for research and development for new inventions and the production of computer systems and chemicals, but still maintains 85% of its total land for recreation.

9.  The three cities of the Triad are Greensboro, Winston-Salem, and High Point.  

Winston-Salem grew as a center for textile and tobacco industries, but today it is more known for its fine art programs and service industries.  Old Salem maintains the rich heritage of the Moravian people who settled there and began the city in the 1770’s.

10.  Greensboro owes most of its past growth to the textile industry but today insurance and the chemical production are the fastest growing industries.  High Point is still a center for the production of fine furniture.

11.  Many cities continue to grow by annexing or adding adjacent land.  Urban areas also grow by the growth of suburban areas outside of major cities such as the city of Cary.  Many have all of the things that cities have and can be considered to be cities themselves.

12.  Good educational programs will help North Carolina's future growth by providing the skilled work force that is required to fill the growing need for workers as industry expands.

13.  NC is known as the "Good Roads" state because it has 96,000 miles of good roads, which is a lot for a state of our size.  Due to the efforts of mostly one woman, Harriet Morehead Berry, the Highway Act of 1921 was passed which set up the state highway system.  Highways and public transportation are important for North 

Carolina because they help get our crops and other products from our state get to the markets.  Many people and crops pass through our state as well.

14. An interstate highway is a major highway that runs between states and they are built and cared for by the U.S. government.
15. You can tell whether a highway runs East-West, or North-South by the number.  North-South roads are usually odd-numbered (I-85 & I-95), and East-West roads are even (I-26 & I-40)

16.  The Blue Ridge Parkway is one of the most beautiful highways in the country and continues to attract people who drive it just for the scenery.
17.  It is important to plan for the transportation needs of the future to meet the growing needs of our state especially as our population continues to grow.  Our state has plans for thousands of miles of new roads and bridges for the future.
18.  Many improvements are planned for the state's railroad system since they are necessary to carry many products such as soybeans, wheat, and chemicals.  Passenger train service will continue to provide quick and efficient public transportation.  There are plans for additional light rail systems for our cities as well as a super fast 150mph train from Charlotte to Raleigh.

19.  Ferries are very important to the Outer Banks region of our state because many of the islands of the Outer Banks have no bridges and are only accessible by ferry.
20.  The ports of Wilmington and Morehead City are our two major ports and can handle large ships that carry goods across the Atlantic and around the world.  

21.  Aviation continues to be very important for travel in our state.  We have over 72 airports and Both Charlotte and Raleigh are hubs for stopping points or flights into and out of the state.

22. Global TransParks are being built in our state where airplane runways, rail terminals, and high-speed roads all meet to allow businesses to quickly move the products they produce to markets around our state and the rest of the world.

23.  Transportation in the future promises to be very exciting.  We will see new, more efficient and faster trains, monorails, subways, and trains that levitate off the ground with large magnets to cut down on friction.  We will have much more fuel-efficient cars and motorcycles and maybe even cars that can fly or drive on roads! 

24. We are still one of the nation's top farming states even though the number of farms has declined.  Farms have become much more efficient.  We still lead the nation in production of tobacco, turkeys, and sweet potatoes.

25.  New ways of farming are helping farmers raise better crops and livestock.  Through the use of technology, new specialized machines have been made to more easily harvest crops from the field.  The use of computers has also made farming more efficient.  Research, especially at NC State, has allowed us to produce larger, more disease-resistant crops and livestock.

26.  Farmers in our state grow over 80 types of crops and we are the nation’s 4th largest blueberry producer.  Our plant nurseries grow and care for many types of young plants.  We are the 3rd largest producer of nursery-raised plants.

27.  The map on page 288 shows many of the major crops that NC produces and where they are grown. 

28.  Many grains that like the region’s red clay soil are grown in the Piedmont such as corn, wheat, barley, and oats.

29.  The first NC State Fair was held in Raleigh in 1853.  At the fair, you can see numerous award-winning displays of arts and crafts, foods, crops, and livestock.  There are also many rides, great food, and other attractions for people of all ages.

30.  Development has changed North Carolina's landscape.  More and more farms and acres of woods are being developed for other purposes.  As our population increases, more land will be needed for homes, schools, stores, and roads just to name a few things.  Think about this growth.  How much should our state grow?  What should we do to preserve some of our forests, farmlands and other open spaces for people to enjoy in the future?

31.  Only 27% of our land is still used for farmland.

32.  One of North Carolina's great strengths is its economic diversity.  We were 

able to anticipate the demand for highly skilled labor.  We have also become much more efficient due to improvements in machines and production methods that now require less land and less manpower.

33.  Many types of industries which were important in the past, are still important to our state such as food processing, tobacco production, textiles, and furniture although the number of people working in these areas dropped considerably.  

34. North Carolina still leads the nation in textiles.

35.  New industries are being attracted to our area because of our many highly skilled workers and low taxes.  25% of our workers are involved in manufacturing in some way.

36.  We are a leader in several high-tech industries such as biotechnology.  Biotechnology allows us to produce things like new drugs that fight disease, better crops, and products that help our environment. 

37. Wilmington is referred to as "Hollywood East” because of the many movies and television shows produced in our state.

38.  There are several cities with professional sports teams in North Carolina.  Raleigh has the hockey team, the Carolina Hurricanes.  Charlotte has the Panthers, a professional football team, and the Bobcats, which are part of the National Basketball Association.

39.  Service industries such as banking, and tourism-related fields like hotels, restaurants, and ski areas employ hundreds of thousands of workers in our state.
