CLASSROOM POLICIES

Read the following policies and then sign the bottom of the paper to acknowledge that you have read and understand the policies in place in my class.

1. Be prepared (i.e. pen or pencil, all necessary books, on time, etc.). Remember that teachers are keeping track of tardiness this year, which means there is no more RESET button at the end of each quarter. On the 3rd tardy (FOR THE YEAR, NOT THE QUARTER!), you will be getting detention and a call home.

2. Be respectful of others and their property. 
3. Purses are to be placed on the floor under your desk…we all know why! Students should NOT have 2 hands in their purse for extended periods (obviously).
4. It is the STUDENTS’ responsibility to find out what was missed during an absence. You can approach me at the end of our class or you may find out from a classmate at your convenience. Try to refrain from interrupting during class to ask, “What’d I miss?”
5. GRADING –

a. Grades are calculated based on total points accumulated divided by total points available for the quarter.

b. There are 3 primary ways to accumulate points

i. Homework/class-work assignments are usually 10/5 points per assignment (about 20 -25 per quarter). Half-credit for homework (10 point assignments) is given ONLY IF ½ or more is completed when the assignment is due. This means you will receive ½ of the points for that particular assignment
ii. Quizzes – between 6 and 10 per quarter, with the lowest grade being dropped to find your quarter grade .Quiz values vary between 20 and 75 points, depending on amount of material and number of questions.
iii. Tests – between 2 and 4 tests per quarter (approx. 100 points each).
6. MISSED ASSIGNMENTS – 

a. If you were present in school the day it was assigned, it is due upon your return to school. You CANNOT “make it up” if you were here when it was assigned. 
b. If you were absent the day it was assigned, you can “make it up” by completing the assignment and showing it to me WITHIN THE SAME TIME FRAME AS YOUR ABSENCE. If you were absent for 2 days and missed an assignment, it must be completed and shown to me within 2 days to receive credit.

c. For any extended (more than 3 days) absences, see me to make arrangements for submission deadlines.

d. If you were absent ONLY THE DAY BEFORE AND NO NEW MATERIAL WAS COVERED, you WILL BE taking the TEST.

e. If you were absent for more than 1 day prior, you will take a make-up, either at the library on your time or 10th period in our room. Same time frame as above #6b.

f. If you miss several assessments, you must take them in order, again within the proper time frame. See me to make arrangements.
7. No drinks are allowed in class per the administration…you may use the fountains in the hall. Also, use common sense and use the bathroom BETWEEN classes whenever possible.
