Classroom Rules:  (Follow these to keep Mr. Richardson happy!!)
1.  Be Prepared: Bring materials to class.  You should bring your text book, calculator and materials to take notes.  Do NOT bring food or drink, as this room is a working laboratory.

2.  Absentee Procedure: If you are going to be/have been absent, it is YOUR responsibility to see me about a make‑up assignments, tests, quizzes and labs. You have as many days to turn the assignment as you were absent.  Please do this at the end of the class period.

3.  Do your homework: The only way to succeed is to practice! Class time is for working, not playing.  Chemistry assignments come first.  Should you complete your chemistry assignment, then you may work on something else.  Wasting time (playing cards, etc.) will not be tolerated.

4.  Be respectful and polite: Do not talk while someone else is talking (especially Mr. Richardson).  I expect everyone to be respectful and polite.  However, questions are vital in any learning environment thus asking questions is expected and always welcome. 
5.  Bell Work: On the board, everyday will be an assignment to be completed within the first minutes of class.  It is your responsibility to read the assignment and turn in the work.
6.  All school rules will be enforced: This includes:

A) Cheating, copying, or plagiarizing: I have zero tolerance. You will receive a zero on any test, quiz, homework, or laboratory assignment where this is suspected to have occurred. Multiple occurrences will result in semester failure, course failure, suspension, or expulsion from school. 
B) Dress Code: Do not enter my room, out of dress code.  You will be written up, no discussion. 

C) Tardy: If you are tardy, do not expect to enter my room without a permission slip (permit slip).

D) Student ID: You must have your student ID displayed, at all times when in my class room. 
E) Cell phones & IPods: Refer to the school handbook.

7.  Leaving the room:  You MUST have a hall pass if you leave my classroom.  Leaving the room without permission, unless in an emergency situation, will result in a referral. 
8.  Tolerance:  All jokes made by the teacher, no matter how stupid, must be tolerated.

9.  Laboratory Rules: see safety contract ‑ YOU MUST WEAR SAFETY GLASSES OR GOGGLES IN THE LAB AT ALL TIMES on lab days!  This is a STATE AND FEDERAL LAW!  Lab safety will be discussed prior to the first lab session.  Your safety contract MUST be on file before working in the lab.

10.  Late Work:  Late work is NOT Acceptable.  All work is due at the beginning of class.  Any work not turned in within the first five (5) minutes of class is late. Late work is penalized 50%.  Any work not turned within twenty four hours (24 hrs, or beginning of next class period) will NOT BE ACCEPTED or graded.

“Laboratory Safety Rules” for White Station High School
1. Perform only those laboratory experiments and activities for which you have received instruction and permission.

2. Be familiar with the location of the fire extinguishers and fire alarm box. Be able to operate them correctly should an emergency requiring their use arise. 

3. When instructed by your teacher, all persons performing and observing science activities must wear approved eye protection. 

4. Report any accident, personal injury or hazardous condition that occurs in the classroom, to the teacher at once. 

5. Only Teachers and authorized laboratory personal shall have access to the stockroom.

6. Long sleeves should be rolled up above the wrist. Coats and sweaters should be removed. Long hair should be confined during lab activity, especially when open flame is nearby.

7. When heating test tubes, do not look down into the tube while heating, or point it in the direction of another person.

8. Never taste chemicals or touch chemicals with your hands, unless specifically directed to do so by your teacher.  Wash your hands thoroughly at the conclusion of a laboratory exercise. 

9. Always test for odor of chemicals by wafting your hand over the container and sniffing cautiously. 

10. If a chemical is spilled, notify your teacher and clean up the spill according to their directions. 
11. Avoid moving or touching hot equipment. 

12. Read the label on a reagent bottle and then read it again before using the contents.  Never pour reagents back into the original stock bottle, exchange bottle stoppers or lay stoppers on the table. 

13. Place broken glass and solid substances in designated containers.  Keep insoluble waste material out of the sink. 

14. When diluting acids, always pour acid into water, never the reverse.  Combine the liquids slowly while stirring the mixture. 

15. Before leaving the laboratory, be certain the gas and water are turned off.  Also make sure the laboratory equipment is clean and in its proper place.  Leave the lab bench clean. 

16. Never “pipette” by mouth.

17. Read and be familiar with the MSDS (Material Safety Data Sheet) of all the chemicals being used in an experiment.

18. NEVER EAT or DRINK in a laboratory.
