Learn the ancient Inca mystery of the Quipu – a system of knots used for counting, communicating and recording history. Students will make their own Quipu with cords and beads as well as using them for a mathematical exercise. Colorado Content Standards: Mathematics 1,5,6; Economics 3; Geography 4, 6; History 4, Visual Arts 4.
