1. Approval of Minutes from March 14th meeting-Debbie moved and Sharon seconded the motion that the minutes from March be accepted.  Motion passed.

2. Announcements-Dale’s on break, involved with Choice Based, Sharon gave us an update on the progress of Embrace at the Denver art Museum.  Creativity website is constantly being updated.  Connie is traversing the state raising money and meeting with arts organizations.  February 26 is the date of the next Arts Day at the DAM and the state capital.  Debbie has been working with the Butterfly Pavillion on Tropical Odyessy.  Adams 12 is working on essential learnings and the new state standards.  Kim was hospitalized recently with another infection.  She is back home, waiting for surgery.  Her future is very uncertain.  Kim’s cell phone:  303 359 5371.  She can text easier than speaking.  Her address is 4300 Nelson Drive, Broomfield.  Janelle is taking her students to the DAM.  She is making 30 centerpieces for the annual gala.  Pam is working on Scholastics. Packets go out the first of October.  There will be an exhibit of Scholastics at the Republic Plaza in February.  CAEA is not doing Portfolio Days.  Pam Farris is teaching 3 sections of art, and two sections of P.E. including archer and fencing later.  She also wants to incorporate Hip Hop, but having trouble finding appropriate music.  

3. Report from Board Meeting & Meeting with CAEA Board- Sharon, Connie, Pam S.  This meeting was held on August 21st at the Doubletree Inn.  There was a lot of discussion about the meaning of terms.  The term ‘affiliate’ will now be used to designate the relationship of ArtSource to CAEA.  Because we use the tax id number of CAEA, they are considered our fiscal agent.  We do need to clarify some of the financial connections. 
An affiliate of CAEA is defined as an organization comprised of CAEA members with common goals and beliefs, providing reciprocal support, with a sharing of information about board members, mission statements and goals.  Any financial support will require accountability in terms of a financial report to CAEA and other criteria as specified.
ArtSource would like to amend the definition of ‘affiliate’ to include CAEA members and other appropriate individuals. The last statement should read: Any financial support….as specified and agreed to by both organizations. The reason for these proposed changes is that ArtSource is open to other individuals who are members of their own state or professional organizations to increase public support and leadership for the arts.  Connie moved and Sharon seconded the motion that the above definition be accepted.  Motion passed.
If possible, please change ArtSource designation on the website as an ‘affiliate’ instead of ‘events’.

4. Financial Report- Pam F. There is $17,909.85 in the checking account.  We were in the red for this year’s institute by around $500.  We have increased the cost of the institute to $485 if a CAEA member, $495 if not a member of CAEA.  Pam will ask Joe financial questions.
5. Technology (website, AV, etc.)- Kris and Pam F. Membership list is on line, Pam is adding photos.  
6. CAEA Fall Conference-Pam F., Nan, Janelle, Pam S.  We still need two more people to fill the Sante Fe Room for Thursday, Friday and Saturday nights. Pam has new ArtSource buttons for the conference.  Sharon and Pam have prizes for the ArtSource party including two books from the DAM, a membership to DAM, ArtSource swag and $75 registration fee coupon for the 2010 institute.  We have budgeted $300-400 for food and drinks at the party.  Gwen has cups, plates etc.    

7. Revised Colorado Art Standards- Debbie reviewed her work with the standards committee, and requested sharing and input from all Colorado art teachers.
