            

Math:
 We are building upon our knowledge of the commutative property in addition and related or opposite facts (3+4=7; 7-4=3) as we learn about fact families this week. Fact families or number bonds are sets of 3 numbers that are “related” by the patterns they create in addition and subtraction facts.  There are 4 number sentences in each fact family, two addition and two subtraction. 
Example:
2+3=5
3+2=5
5-2=3
5-3=2

Reading:
Our comprehension goal this week is finding the main idea in a story. We will be playing interactive games online, reading passages together and independently, and creating visual reminders for finding the main idea in a story to better grasp this comprehension skill. 
The main idea is what the story is about or the theme of the story. Check your child’s reading assessment from last week to see an example of finding the main idea.
