            

Math:
 We are moving on to learn about subtraction strategies for the next 2 weeks or so. The students will be learning how to use a number line and how to relate an addition problem to a subtraction problem to find the difference. Please remember to help your child study the flash card ring. Fluency timed fact tests are on Tuesdays and Wednesdays. Each child is working at his/her own pace but all students should be working on +3s or higher. In addition to the individual timed tests, I will give all students the +3 assessment to be included as a part of the math grade beginning this week. Please study. 

Reading:
Wow! Some kids have earned many Dojo points JUST for reading and logging books at home. I do a random check and those students who completed the reading homework the night before are rewarded with Dojo points to be used at the end of the week for the class store. I have purchased a book box for each child. During the day, your child has several opportunities to choose books of interest and “just right” books. They put these books in their book box and at the end of the day put them in their red folder. These are books for your child to read at home. They should bring them back DAILY. If you do not get a chance to read, your child can put the unread books back in his/her book box and bring them home the following night. This group of kids AMAZES me! They are developing a true love of reading! I love watching it!
