            

Math:
The students took a test before the break on addition strategies and we are moving on to place value. We will begin with an investigation of tens and ones. The students will use different types of manipulatives to really grasp the concept of place value. We are still working on procedural fluency which is one of those educational terms that just means quick recall of basic facts. Please notice these small sheets that come home each week. All students should be working on +2 or higher at this time. Mrs. McQuagge has worked very hard putting together the math flashcard rings. Please use these flashcards as a part of your weekly homework. The more the kiddos practice, the easier it becomes. 

Math Superstars Club:
We only have 2 more weeks for the kids to meet the requirements of Math Superstars. Please help your child remember to turn the sheets in. 
The Requirements for First Grade:
· Each student will receive 1 Math Superstars homework sheet each Monday for 5 weeks.
· The sheet MUST be completed and turned in no later than Friday each week.
· The class will have a math workshop each Friday to discuss the problems. 
· Each student must be able to explain, in detail, how he or she solved 2 of the problems. 
· Yes, you may help your child at home BUT he or she must be able to explain the solution of at least 2 of the problems in order meet the requirements.
· If the 2 problems are explained correctly and thoroughly, the student will receive a punch for each problem on their individual math punch card which we will keep in the classroom. 
Reading:
This nine weeks, fluency will become a part of your child’s reading grade. The goal for the 2nd nine weeks is 20 words correct per minute on an unfamiliar passage. The ONLY way to improve fluency is to practice reading every day. Please take the opportunity to sit down with your child each and every night to listen to them read. It is such a small task but makes an INCREDIBLE impact.
