Addition Strategies We are Learning: 
· Counting on (4+2=__  Say the bigger number, “4” and count on 2 more, “5,6”)
· Doubles (2+2=4)
· Doubles +1 (if 2+2=4 then 2+3=5)
· Doubles -1 (if 7+7=14 then 7+6=13)
This week, we will be focusing on the “Math Talk” stem, “How would you use this math in the real world…?”

· If the 2 problems are explained correctly and thoroughly, the student will receive a punch for each problem on their individual math punch card which we will keep in the classroom.
