Math:
 This week, we will explore missing addends. (Ex. 6+__=13)We will use opposite or related facts and our knowledge of fact families as strategies to solve these problems. 

Reading:
We are studying story elements this week. Mama Jo and Papa Joe(Blake’s grandparents) came to read to us today and we fell in love with Otis , a book about an odd friendship. We made a flip book showing the characters, setting, problem, and solution. We will also be learning about inferencing, another comprehension strategy. Infrencing uses our background knowledge (what we already know) and clues from the story to figure things out and understand the story on a deeper level. A great way to practice at home is to ask your child to name the elements of the story they read each night.
