GOALS OF THE AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION PROGRAM
· Prepare students for an occupation and/or higher education. 

· Provide a sound and challenging course of study which meets the needs of the students and the community and is competency-based. 

· Provide classroom instruction in coordination with hands-on laboratory experience. 

· Provide a global perspective to emphasize international agricultural systems and cultural practices. 

· Provide educational experiences which are flexible to address the needs of a diversified clientele. 

· Articulate instruction with post-secondary programs of study to allow students to earn community college credit while in high school. 

· Emphasize leadership and personal development through the classroom and the FFA organization. 

· Provide individualized instruction through Supervised Agricultural Experience projects. 

· Develop entrepreneurial skills through Supervised Agricultural Experience projects. 

· Promote the use of creativity, problem solving skills, and decision-making in agriculture. 

· Reinforce skills and knowledge gained in other disciplines (mathematics, the sciences, communications) by applying them in agricultural situations. 

· Foster a greater understanding of the world’s food and fiber system and agricultural systems around the world. 

· Develop cooperation and citizenship skills in all students. 

· Integrate new technologies into the curriculum. 

· Promote agricultural systems that are safe, humane, sustainable, and financially sound. 

· Utilize individuals, businesses, and other community resources to enhance student learning and make instruction more relevant to the community we live in. 

· Serve all people and include the contributions and perspectives of all persons, without regard to gender, racial and ethnic group, disability, or religious affiliation.
