Portfolio
Through their classroom work students will develop a portfolio of approximately 20 pieces plus a sketchbook.  In April each portfolio will be scored by a professional artist/teacher from outside our faculty. This helps us to arrive at an objective evaluation of the students work for the year. This grade will be approximately 50% of their final exam grade. The reviewer scores the portfolios on the basis of concept, composition, and craftsmanship. In most instances students will complete the portfolio during class time. However, if students work slowly, pieces may be completed at home.

Sketchbooks
Sketchbooks are a very important part of their coursework. Assignments are designed to be skill builders and to reinforce class work. There will be six sketchbook grades per six weeks. Students are to spend 2.5 hours per week on sketches/30 minutes per night, 5 nights per week. We encourage our students to keep a personal sketchbook in addition to ours. We do not grade the personal sketchbook. Personal 
sketchbooks should be left at home.
