Review Information for Foundation Drawing

· Reviews are written accounts of an exhibit, a collection at the museum, art center, or gallery. They need to see work of historical importance as well as current work in Dallas galleries.

· Drawing students can review one exhibit each six weeks here at BTW.
· The other exhibit should be off campus.

· BTW students are responsible for 2 reviews each six weeks.

· Reviews count 20% of their six weeks grade.
· In addition, reviews are an important part of the final exam.

· Since the reviews are for drawing classes, the pieces reviewed must have something to do with drawing. They might be drawings, prints, paintings that have drawing in them or mixed media pieces that contain drawing. They may NOT be about sculpture, ceramics, jewelry, weaving, etc. They may NOT use BTW field trips as the source for their review.

· These review assignments are not busy work. It is important that they learn to carefully and critically view the work of others. In addition, these experiences offer them the opportunity to add many ideas to their own artistic idea bank. Writing reviews will help sharpen critical thinking and improve writing skills. An artist should be able to write about his/her own work. These writing experiences help them to score higher on their TAKS test.

· Reviews must follow our review guidline and be typed.

· Students need to keep an electronic file and a hard copy of their reviews.

· For off campus reviews, parents may need to take or arrange transportation for their student. We encourage the parent to go with the student. 

· Writing must be turned in 2 class periods after the attendance of the event
· There will also be a final due date each six weeks for all off campus reviews.

· We will not accept reviews after the deadline. 

· Students should plan ahead to do these reviews and not wait until the last minute.
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
