Behavioral Charting Process
Tier 1
1.) Teacher should contact parent regarding nature of concerning behavior(s).  Please mention at least one of the student’s strengths during the conversation.  Also explain you are going to gather some more specific data over the next two weeks.  Once you have a better handle about the concerning behaviors you will develop a plan of action to better support the student and keep the parents up to date on any progress.  After giving testing the plan out over four to six weeks you will again have some observations done to determine where things stand.

2.) Week 1 – Collect baseline data by using Initial Off Task Behavior (OTB) Chart during five distinct times of the day.  Preferably conduct each observation on separate days.   
 
3.) Week 2 – Choose one or at most two off task behaviors from the Initial Observations.  Then use the ABC Off Task Behavior Chart to observe the student on five more occasions.  Preferably on separate dates and times to see if behavior escalates or deescalates on the basis of time.   

4.) Develop a plan of action/intervention. 

5.) Implement plan of action/intervention.

6.) Make any slight adjustments to plan no more than once every two weeks.

7.) Complete follow up OTB and ABC charts after during weeks seven and eight of intervention.
8.) Update parents on results.    

9.) If progress made on that behavior is unsatisfactory, consider additional interventions or referral to Response to Intervention Committee.  

a. If progress is made, but other behaviors are still a preventing student from reaching academic potential than develop an addition intervention to target that behavior.
