MONDAY (or the first day of the week) – 

Plan for Success! GOT GOALS?

The focuses if the day is to plan for the week, organize, prioritize, and set goals. Teachers should use the agendas consistently as they plan the week with students as a large group. Teachers should then meet with the students individually to monitor progress, share goals, express concerns, and celebrate successes.

Ideas for Mondays:

· Organize Day1/Day 2.

· Review when band lessons are so that the classroom teachers can be notified ahead of time.

· Have a large calendar mounted and reserved for your advisory students, Each Monday, students may take turns filling out the calendar with upcoming assignments, extra-curricular activities and special events.

· Plan any announcements for Forum.

· Have each student create individual goals and complete a goal-setting sheet.

· Take turns reading the quote of the week. (Will be provided).

· Switch seats each Monday. Line up by birthday, hair length, last digit of phone number, address number, etc.

· Take turns sharing something you did over the weekend, You start!

· Use the time to remind students to have a book for Tuesday, get a presigned pass for Wednesday (no passes given on Wednesday.) and plan enrichment for Friday. Delegate responsibilities.

· Start each Monday with a joke of the week. Put students in charge of starting the week off with a laugh!

· Give a quiet time for academics once all planning activities are completed.

Planning Day Sample

Consider setting a new goal each quarter and then have a new objective every five weeks.  If they successfully carry out the objective and it becomes a habit then add another objective for second five weeks.  If they haven’t made it a habit, try to tweak the objective.  Review the goal for school each Monday and use their planner to help map out what they will do this week.

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TUESDAY

 Read (forum the last 7 minutes)

This day is devoted to reading. Students may read anything they choose as long as it is appropriate for school. Students may read independently or with a partner. Teachers may opt to read a book aloud or have student take turn reading aloud.

Remind students on Mondays to have something to read on Tuesdays.

Students are not to leave advisement to go to the library to get a book. 

Ideas for Tuesdays:

· Model reading and share information about your book.

· Read aloud to your students.

· Have a student bring in their favorite children’s book to advisement to share.

· Check out Yes, Pa by Fres A. Sarkis online at http://www.yespa.org. A copy of the resource guide and book are in the teachers’ room.

· Encourage students to read books for their book reports for English class.

· Create your own book club. Set aside time at the end of each Tuesday to discuss the books being read.

· Keep a running total of how many books your advisement students are reading. Challenge another advisement and host your own reading competition. The advisement with the most books read provides treats for the other.

· Agree on a theme for Reading Day and have all students read books related to that theme. (Heroes, Sports, Biographies, Nonfiction, etc.)

· Ask student t bring in books to create your own lending library. Invite other advisements to do the same thing and share libraries.

WEDNESDAY 

Improve your Grades

This day is devoted to academics and will be conducted as a structured studyhall. All teachers and students will be available for extra help or makeup work. Arrangements for passes must be made by Tuesday. Students are to report to their extra help site when period 10 starts. There is no movement from advisory to another place. Passes will not be given on Wednesday.

Ideas for Wednesday:

· Remind students on Monday and Tuesday to get a presigned pass if they need help.

· Remember to give a presigned pass to students you wish to see.

· Create a peer tutoring or study program within your advisory.

· Insist on a quiet environment in which to work. Academics are a priority in our school.

Thursdays – 
Develop Your Character (forum the last 7 minutes)

The Middle Mountie Pride program will focus on one character trait each month. Ideally their traits should be referred to through out the school day and woven into our lessons wherever possible to constantly reinforce them and bring them to life.

Each month a list/copies of activities will be provided.

When there is time on Thursday, advisements are invited to:

· Write letters or make cards for nursing home patients, our troops, or others in need,

· Write a thank you note for someone who has made a difference in our lives.

· Create and lead an activity for our school
