In music class we use recorders in grades 3-6.  Each year we learn 2 or 3 songs.  In the 3rd grade students learn 3 notes.  By the time students complete the 6th grade, they know 10 notes.  

Playing the recorder gives the students a chance to try out a musical instrument in a fun way.  They practice rhythms, they learn notes on a staff, and they use finger muscles that they may not use for anything else.

Brothers and sisters may share a recorder.  I try to have different grades working at different times, but that doesn’t always work.  When this happens, siblings will need to help each other out so that whoever has music that day has a recorder in their backpack.  Between songs, I store them in the class.  If siblings are sharing a recorder, the recorder will be stored in the box of the oldest sibling.


If students have a recorder at home, they can use those.  If you need to purchase a recorder, you can buy one at school for $5.00.  If you write a check, please make it out to OLV.  If you send cash, please send the exact amount.  Bring the check or cash to music class.
