2. Projection:

Volume

3. Clarity:

How well you phrase/enunciate

4. Expression:

The facial/emotional intent

5. Pitch:


The sound of the voice in reference to deeper or 



higher range.

6. Stance:

This refers to posture/position of the body

7. Eye Contact:
Where is your focus?

8. Poise:


Confidence and the ability to be ok with however 



you perform.  (not breaking)
