_______ Entering the classroom/Morning Routine:  - Move your clothespin to your lunch choice – Empty your backpack of all materials and place on back of your chair. – When the teacher calls your table you will quietly sharpen 2 pencils, turn in your homework, and check out a classroom library book. – If homework is not completed, you must fill pull a homework ticket and notify the Homework Checker.  – If you have a note from home put it in the “Teacher Notes” folder on my desk.  Begin your Walk in Work, fill out your agenda, and have completed homework on your desk for the Homework Checkers to check.

 _______ Announcements:  - NO Talking.  – Stand for the Pledge of Allegiance

_______ Tardy:  - Always try to be on time.  –Place tardy slip in tardy bag. – Sit down quietly. 

_______ STAR Book:  - You assemble a 3-Ring Binder as your STAR Binder.  You are responsible for bringing it to and from school each day.  The STAR Binder stands for Students Taking Academic Responsibility and that is exactly what you will do.  It is your responsibility to keep it organized.  If you do not have your STAR Binder you will change a behavior card for “Not Returning Signed Papers.”

_______ If I need materials I do not have:  -You may “buy” materials using your “Hills Bills.”   

_______ In Reading Groups and Centers:  - There is no talking in centers.  If you have a question while at your center ask your center partner  – Leave everything neat and clean.  

– You are responsible for cleaning up after yourself when leaving a center.  If you do not finish centers or seatwork take it home to complete as homework!  You are responsible for coming to reading group AND literature circles prepared.

_______ Walking in the Hallway:  - We will walk with the Panther Prowl (hands behind your back).  Any talking in the hallway will result in a card change.

_______ Pulling Behavior Cards: If you are caught displaying inappropriate behaviors or breaking any of the class’s or Hollywood Hills Elementary’s polices, procedures or rules, you will pull the corresponding behavior card. Depending on the behavior you will have a consequence.

_______ Star Behavior Note: A Star Behavior Note will be sent home at the end of each week to be signed by a parent and returned to school the following school day.  This note will show what cards have been pulled for the week.

_______ Agenda:  -You will fill in your agenda in the morning and leave it on your desk to be checked by Mrs. Lessard.  –Your parents must sign it everyday.  If it is not signed you will pull a ticket for not returning signed papers.    

_______ Silent Hand Signals:  Thumb up:  Need to “buy” a Return to Teacher Pencil for 1 “Hills Bill”.  Two Fingers Crossed:  Restroom Two Fingers Touching:  Water (You may have a small bottle of water on your desk – We will NOT have cups.)    

_______  Headings on papers:  The students will each be assigned a number to go on each assignment.  The students will also follow the example heading.


_________  Saying “please” and “thank you”:  I believe manners and being polite are important character traits.  The use of manners is expected.  

_______ End of the day:  At the end of the day, you will receive directions on anything to be taken home.  All take home papers and homework will be placed in your STAR Binder.  Return books to classroom library.  You will leave your area neat and clean. 

_______ Classroom Library:  Every morning you will be allowed to check out a book from the classroom library.   Classroom Library Books are NEVER to be taken to the cafeteria.  If you would like to take a Classroom Library Book home you MUST have permission from Mrs. Lessard.  If you take a Classroom Library Book you are responsible for it.  If you lose a Classroom Library Book or return it damaged you must replace it.  

_______ Hills Bills:  You can earn “Hills Bills” by making positive choices throughout each day.   You can  “buy” extra rewards with your “Hills Bills.”

$5 Hills Bills = 15 minutes extra computer time 

$10 Hills Bills = Treasure Box

$15 Hills Bills = Sit with friend for one lesson

$20 Hills Bills = Sit at teacher’s desk for one lesson

$1 Hills Bills = If you need to “buy” materials (pencils)

_______ Classroom Economy:  You will participate in our classroom economy by managing a checking account and participating in weekly economy time.  We will discuss this in further detail. 

_______ Papers Home:
Papers will be sent home on Friday in a folder in the students’ backpack.  The folder will be collected on Monday.  Any papers that need to be signed and returned to school will have a Parent Signature Stamp on it.  The paper must be signed and returned within one week of it being sent home. Please look through the announcements sent home.  Parents must sign Friday Folder sheet.

_______ Group Rewards:  We will have a compliment chain.  From ceiling to floor, each time the class receives a compliment another link is added.  Once it touches the floor the class wins a Popcorn and movie day.  The movie will be based upon a topic or story we are/have worked upon.  Each group will have a cup with their table number on their table.  The group will receive marbles when the whole group is on task.  The group with the most marbles at the end of the week will receive a treat.

_______ Homeworkopoly & Homework Club:  You will be able to play Homeworkopoly at the end of each week if all homework has been turned in.  You will be able to attend homework club if you have turned in ALL your COMPLETED homework for that month.  NO exceptions allowed!   Missing 5 homework assignments in a quarter will prevent you from receiving honor roll. 

_____ Family Journal:  You will have a composition book that will be kept as your “Family Journal.”  Each THURSDAY the children will spend their walk in work time writing to someone in their family (that lives at home and can write back) about anything that has happened that week (i.e. school stuff, friendship issues, sports they play, etc.) The teacher will also write a note to the parent/guardian or child.  You will take their family journal home to whomever they have written to and that person will write back to you.  You have 1 week to get your family member to write back to you.  The journal is due back the following WEDNESDAY.  The Family Journal is counted as a participation grade.   If your Family Journal is not turned in you must pull a “No Homework” behavior card.

_____ Cranium Commanders:  Each student will be given a "Cranium Commander" folder to record responses to the challenges.  In the spaces provided, write the number of the question and your answer. On Fridays, if you have written in your folder during the week, place it in the "Cranium Commander" tray.  Mrs. Lessard will check the responses and add stars to the "Cranium Commander" chart. You are in the club as soon as you have one point, yet you will not receive a membership card until you are a Bronze member with 15 stars. You are inducted into the Hall of Fame at that level, where your name will be on my wall with number of points.

_______ I understand the procedures for taking a test, working cooperatively and independently, and grading.  I know our class rules, consequences for choosing to break them, and rewards for choosing to follow them.
