Reminders
1. Check the JP2-Net, accessible from the JP2 web site, regularly for posted grades.

2. Check your teacher’s website regularly for the class calendar, homework, and other due dates.

3. Good attendance is vital to your success in class.  It is your responsibility to immediately see the teacher to arrange for making up work missed due to any type of absence.  Do not wait until you have the class to talk to the teacher; you are expected to see the teacher as soon as you return or prior to the absence from class.  E-mail communication can allow you to get a jump start on work missed.   Five school days from the date of return are allowed to complete the work at no penalty.
4. Unexcused absences and suspensions will result in a 20 percent deduction from grades on both minor and major assignments.

5. Students who miss school for field trips or extracurricular activities are expected to turn in work and take tests and quizzes before being absent from school.

6. Other than for illnesses or emergencies, late work is generally NOT accepted.

7. Grades are averaged according to this criteria.
