6th Grade Behavior & Academic Expectations
Second Trimester

In keeping with our Rock Creek Pillars of Character, each sixth grade classroom spends time building our classroom community.  We do this through team building activities and studying the book, The Essential 55.  
Our students have worked together to build the tallest tower from a paper clip, straws and tape, assessing their own seven intelligences, and a creative partner drawing activity.  
Some of the 55 Essentials the students have studied so far are:  1) How to respond to an adult 2) Make eye contact 3) Congratulate people 4) Respect others’ opinions 5) Good sportsmanship.
Behavioral Expectations
To continue to promote a positive, productive and educational environment we need to reinforce the following behavioral expectations in addition to our school/class rules:

1. Cheating will effect student grades (logical consequence)
a. Purposefully mis-reporting scores

b. Looking at another student’s answers while taking a test

c. Filling in the correct answers while correcting work

2. Throwing Objects in Class – immediate citation
3. Excessive Talking – will follow the below steps
1st Warning

2nd Refocus

3rd Citation

4. Hands to Yourself at all times, including at recess and in the café 
These are some areas of concern that we want to make sure all parents and students are aware of, so that we can keep everyone safe and focused on the right track.

Academic Expectations
To ensure that all students have the opportunity to meet Rock Creek’s Distinguished School and California State Standards we would like to clarify the following policies:
1. Missing Work Policy
a. 1st trimester was a transition from 5th to 6th grade

b. 2nd trimester represents training for 7th grade

1. No missing work will be accepted, Missing = 0

2. Absent Work Policy
a. When a student is absent, they have three days to return their absent work
i. Example:  Absent on Monday, get work on Tuesday, complete work on Wednesday, return work on Thursday

b. It is the student’s responsibility to make sure they have all absent work from being absent – talk to teacher, check website, etc.

c. It is the student’s responsibility to turn in absent work on that third day.
