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Current Curriculum - December 5, 2011
Math: We are reviewing and adding onto our knowledge of parallel, perpendicular sides and diagonals of quadrilaterals.  We will also compare and contrast polygons.  Quick Quiz for Unit 4 on 12-7-11.  Formative Assessment #5 and level 4 on 12-8-11.  
Reading:  We will make inferences, conclusions, and generalization.  On 12-9-11 the students will take a performance assessment.
Writing:  The students have become wonderful news reporters.  They have planned their articles and interviewed staff and students.  This week we’ll put it all together and create an unassisted piece.
Science: We have been investigating the relationship between direct and indirect sunlight and what warms quicker water or soil.  We will now investigate the influence that geography has on weather and climate. 

Current Curriculum - December 12, 2011
Math:  We will explore angle measurements using geoboards; classify symmetry of plane figures and circles.  Near the end of the week we’ll review types of symmetry and analyze data in a circle graph.  On 12-19 the students will take the math formative assessment #6 and level 4.

Writing: Our reporters are continuing to interview and write their lead story.
Science: We will finish up our unit on weather by looking at the types of clouds, investigate the weather cycle.  Unit test 12-19-11.
