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CULTURAL TERMS – A HOW TO GUIDE
Cultural terms are designed to help enhance your cultural vocabulary and increase your knowledge of important people, events, and parts of speech from the English language.  In order to do well on your CTerms homework, you must follow some specific rules to complete your assignments correctly.  Each set of five CTerms, and your final index cards should include the following: 
1. Must be handwritten – NEVER TYPED.
2. CTerms should be written in blue or black ink – NO PENCIL.
3. CTerms definitions should be complete; write out the ENTIRE DEFINITION –  include any/all examples from the book. 
4. CTerms should be written on lined paper.  The term should be presented first, and easy to distinguish from the definition by using a different colored pen.
5. Names are listed in the index by last name first – for example: Langston Hughes can be found by looking under Hughes, Langston. 

6. Copy from a friend – yes you may!  Be careful to check for correct definitions, you are responsible for the quality of the work YOU turn in!

Once CTerms have been graded and returned they should be transferred on to index cards.  Please do not use strips of paper and/or unlined cardboard remnants for this assignment.  Cultural Terms should appear on the front of the card – definitions on the back.  The term and definition SHOULD NOT appear together on the same side of the card.  Follow this example:
