1.  Based on what you have read, what are basic values of the people of Umuofia?  How does and/or does not Okonkwo measure up to these values?  How does the incident involving the life and death of  Ikemefuna factor into your assessment of Okonkwo as a typical tribesman?

2.  Throughout the first section of the book, Achebe introduces the reader to the various religious beliefs and traditions of the people of Umuofia.  Based on what you have seen of this people’s day-to-day lives, why are these beliefs and traditions so highly valued?  

3.  Compare and contrast the relationship between Okonkwo and Nwoye with that of Ekwefi and Ezinma.  What do these relationships teach you about not only the individual characters involved but how the two genders are expected to act in this tribal society?
