WOoRDMASTERS

All of the words listed here will appear in the first WordMasters Challenge, which will be held at your
school between February 2 and February 23. (Your teacher will tell you exactly wher.) The WordMasters
Chalienge is an analogy-solving contest. The contest will challenge you o use the words from your list in

logical pairs that will ook like this:

SINK : DRAINED : STRENGTH :
(a. stout / b, spent / c. baled / d. bungled / e. rugged)

To do this well, you will have fo understand the exact meanings of all of your words, and you will have to

reason carefully about the relationships shown in the pairs.

Here is how vou sheuld get ready for the Challenge: After you have learned the meanings of these words,
think about possible relationships among them. Whick words have similar meanings? Which words have
nearly opposite meanings? {OF course, some words have more thar one meaning.) Think of some categories

under which several words might be grouped.

Be sure you understand the part of speech of a word-—whether it's a noun, a verb, or an adjective. (Some
words, such as “fume” and “barge” and “spout” and “coop” and “spurt™ and “flicker” and “ruﬁ:ble” and
“clatter” and “famble” and “blaze” and “barricade” on this list, can be either a noun or a verb depending
on how they are used. “Limp” can be a noun, a verb or an adjective.) Pay attention to the prefixes and
suffixes of words, because they are often clues to meaning and part of speech. And try fo familiarize
yourself with other forms of these words—uot just “stout” but alse “stoutness,” not just “frail” but also

“fralty,” rot just “rugged” but also “ruggedness,” not just “bungle” but also “bangler,” etc.
