Guidelines

2010
Eligibility:
Any Stark/Summit county senior who has been identified as gifted in one of the arts areas, upon graduation from high school, plans to attend a college, university, or private school may complete the attached application for consideration for the Stark/Summit Counties Visual and Performing Arts Scholarship.

Scholarship:
The Summit Area Gifted Educators (SAGE) will award one (1) scholarship, in the amount of $250.00.

Scholarships will be awarded to one graduating Stark/Summit County senior who has been identified as gifted in the arts for outstanding participation, dedication, and service to the arts.  The award will NOT be based on a student’s GPA, financial need, or intended college major.
Scholarship awards are made for the upcoming academic year beginning in the fall.  Scholarships will be paid to the student, parent, or guardian after a receipt or canceled check showing payment to the institution has been presented to the SAGE treasurer and a thank you note has been received from the student.

Selection committee:
The selection committee for the Stark/Summit Counties Visual and Performing Arts Scholarship shall be comprised of four trained visual and performing arts assessors and one non-voting member.  One Gifted/Talented Coordinator will act as facilitator and be a non-voting member of the committee. No member of the selection committee may have a relative who might be in consideration for the scholarship.

Application procedure:
Eligible students wishing to apply should submit the completed application by Tuesday, April 13, 2010. (Deadlines are enforced.)  See attached sheet for detailed procedure.
Scholarship Award Notification:

The recipients of the Stark/Summit Counties Visual and Performing Arts Scholarship will be notified by mail by May 3, 2010, and if possible, recognized at his/her high school awards recognition.
