Camera & Equipment Policy

Listed below are the terms, policies, and conditions under which students may have free and regular access to school photographic equipment.  Please read the information and sign the bottom of the form indicating agreement with the conditions.

1) Spring Valley HS does not require a student to provide their own camera to take photography class.  We do NOT require that a student owns a camera, and will provide use of a camera for the student at no cost to the student, once he/she has paid the class fee.  The student may use their own camera and is, in fact, recommended to do so if they have access to one.

2) There are not an unlimited number of cameras; therefore students will share cameras within a class.  Students have the option to sign a camera out of school to be used at home overnight for one night at a time.  If a camera is signed out to the student and it is NOT returned the next morning before school, the student is placed on the NO-CAMERA LIST.  This means that this student may not use a school camera again for TWO MONTHS.  If the student is unable to make it to school because of illness and has a camera signed out, the student is required to have someone in their family return it on time.  If a student does not have use of a school camera, he/she is responsible to arrange to get one for his/her own use, as assignments will continue normally.  A student without access to a camera can not hope to pass this class.

3) Students are always responsible for the equipment that they sign out from the school.  If the camera or equipment is lost, stolen, or broken while signed out, the student(s) will be responsible to pay for a replacement of that item.  Repairs are to be made at a repair shop designated by the instructor and students are responsible to pay for these repairs.

4) If at any time during the school year a camera (or associated equipment) is stolen from the classroom, all use and access to the equipment will cease.  Cameras will no longer be made available to ANY student.  The class assignments may be modified somewhat, but the individual students will then be required to provide their own camera for the remainder of the class year.  Under these conditions, a student without a camera will find it difficult to pass the course, but not impossible.

These policies are designed to allow every student fair and equal access to the school equipment.
