Extra Credit Activities

	[bookmark: _GoBack]READ another book written or illustrated by Brian Selznick. (His new book is titled Wonder Struck.) Then, complete one of the following activities:
1) Complete a Venn Diagram of your own design comparing the novel you read to The Invention of Hugo Cabret.

2) Write a two paragraph essay that compares the novel you read to The Invention of Hugo Cabret.

	ILLUSTRATE a new book cover for the novel, The Invention of Hugo Cabret. Make sure your cover includes the title and author, and that your design represents major elements from the text. Your page must be original, and may be in color or black and white. The illustration may be in a style and medium of your choosing.
	CREATE a “Facebook page” on either the author, Brian Selznick, or on one of the main characters from the novel. Your page should include several of the following:  a picture, likes and dislikes, places visited, schools attended, friends, favorite quotes, employment, relationship status, birthdate, hometown and/or current address, current interests, etc. Make sure your page is neat and colorful.

	DEVELOP a timeline of major events in the novel. Your timeline should be neat and colorful. It should include both written and visual information. You may produce your timeline on the computer, and your pictures must be incorporated within the timeline. (You may use clip art and other images from the web.) 



	WRITE a poem based on the novel, The Invention of Hugo Cabret. Your poem must have a minimum of twenty lines. It does not need to rhyme. It may be about an individual character, or it may be about a specific event in the novel. Be sure that your poem demonstrates a clear understanding of the story.
	RESEARCH the setting of the novel, which is Paris, France in 1931. What was life like then? What were the major issues of the day? 
Then, design and produce a “front page” of a newspaper from 1931 Paris, briefly explaining your research. You do not need to write entire articles, but should have appropriate photos, headlines, and short two-to-three sentence “news stories”.
