Lesson 1
Biosphere-the area of Earth that can support life is much smaller than you think. (only the Earth’s crust through the atmosphere supports life)
Scientists believe millions of organisms have yet to be discovered (such as deep in the ocean, polar regions, rain forests, as well as tiny organisms).
Adaptation-differences in organisms body plans and structures allow for life in almost every region on Earth.
All organisms have a two part scientific name made up of its genus and species ex) homo sapiens

Organisms are more similar the more times they are classified.
Most organisms are classified according to cell structure and how they get energy and reproduce.
Lesson 3
6 Kingdoms
Archaebacteria-bacteria that live where most other organisms can not
Eubacteria-common bacteria (single-celled organisms without a nucleus)
Protists-mostly one-celled organisms with a nucleus (Some protists get energy from other organisms and others can produce their own food)
Fungus-many-celled organisms get energy by breaking down and absorbing nutrients from the organisms they grow on.
Plant –use chlorophyll to make their own food
Animal-get energy by consuming other living things. About 95% of all animals are invertebrates.
There are about 35 phyla in the animal kingdom only one phylum (chordates) is vertebrate.
